PROTECTING FOREST RESOURCES
Residents' participation in

management proves crucial

Participation and cooperation of poor peo-
ple, depending on forest resources for liveli-
hood, in managing and protecting country's
reserve forests have proven more effective,

Excellent results have been achieved
through co-management of forests by the
forest dependent locals, and officials in the
south eastern part of the country whereas
the traditional management system involy-
ing only officials have failed earlier, said
people involved in the co-management of
reserve forest.

The main objective of the co-
management system is to develop a friendly
bond between community people and the
authorities in order to conserve flora and
fauna in forest resources.

Visiting different reserved forest areas in
south-eastern parts, this BSS correspondent
found that co-management system is func-
tioning successfully and it is playing an
important role in expanding forest coverage.

Divisional Forest Officer of Cox's Bazar
South Forest Zone Md Ali Kabir said around
2,5000 hectares of land in seven reserved
forest areas in Cox's Bazar district have been
brought under the system. The co-
management programme was introduced in
2004.

Nearly 10,000 hectares of land in the Inani
reserved forest are situated in Cox's Bazar
district, Kabir said, adding that 42 percent of
the natural forests have been destroyed
between 1995 and 2003 by cutting trees and
hill rampantly, and killing wildlife for estab-
lishing illegal infrastructures.

With the slogan of "Forest Saves Us, We
Save Forest", in 2009, the forest department
along with Arannayk Foundation launched
co-management system in the Inani
reserved forest for conservation of its
biodiversity.

with various species of trees and wildlife as
the forest department had planted a huge
number of saplings in the past couple of
years, Kabir added.

Assistant forest conservator, Chittagong
zone, Abdur Rahman said three reserved
forest areas -- Chunati, Dhaupukaria and
Hajarikhal -- in the Chittagong forest zone
have been brought under the programme.

There are nearly 12,000 hectares of land
in Dhaupukaria reserved forest under
Rangunia upazila, he added. There are
7,764 hectares of land in Chunati reserved
forest in three upazilas - Lohagora and
Chakaria under Chittagong district and
Bandarban Sadarupazila.

Different non-government organisations is
also implementing co-management
programme in reserved forest areas, he added.

WINROCK International along with
different partner organisations is imple-
menting the Climate Resilient Ecosystems
and Livelihood Programme (CREL) to
conserve biodiversity in Chunati reserved
forest area, Rahman said, adding that
Chunati forest has also been included in the
co-management programme under CREL.

An official of CREL programme said as
many as 1,600 forest- dependent house-
holds in Borohatiya union parishad under
Lohagora upazila have been brought under
alternative livelihood programme. They
have given loan facilities under revolving
fund as livelihood supports, he added.

Amena Begum of Chupinagar village in the
union parishad said, "We were dependent on
Chunati forest for feeding our family. Now we
are running our family through different agri-
cultural practices as we have received Tk 10,000
loan under revolving fund.”

All forest-dependent people surrounding
Chunati forest are involved in alternative
livelihood activities through CREL
programme, forest department officials

Murder suspect
hurt in '‘cop-cohort
gunfight' in Ctg city

An alleged criminal was injured in a "gunfight" between his
gang and police in Shyamoli Residential Area in Chittagong
city yesterday.

The injured was Nurunnabi Shohag, 27, who is the prime
suspect in a murder case filed for the death of a boy in the
city's Mohammadpur area on June 2, said police. He is also
accused in several other cases, including for extortion and
arms recovery.

Shohag had been on the run since the case was filed over the
death of 12-year-old Asadul, said Paritosh Ghosh, deputy com-
missioner of Chittagong Metropolitan Police, north zone.

He said on information, a team of Chandgaon police
conducted a drive in Shyamoli Residential Area around
8:30am.

Sensing presence of the team, Shohag and his cohorts
"opened fire on police” prompting the law enforcers to
retaliate, said Paritosh, adding that Shohag sustained a
bullet wound in his right leg.

At one stage, Shohag's cohorts fled and police arrested
Shohag with a light gun and two rounds of bullets, said the
deputy commissioner, adding that Shohag was admitted to
Chittagong Medical College Hospital.

On June 2, Md Asadul was shot dead in front of an alu-
minium shop around 8:30pm.

A Dhaka court yesterday re-
fixed November 22 to start
hearing on charge framing
against Bakhtiar Alam Rony,
son of an Awami League
lawmaker, in a case filed for
shooting and killing two
persons in the capital on
April 15 this year.

The court re-fixed the
date as the jail authorities
did not produce Rony
before it.

Earlier on July 21, Sub-
inspector of the Detective
Branch of Police Dipak
Kumar Das, also

A construction worker was killed and 10 others were injured
as an under-construction bridge, connecting two three-
storied garment factory buildings of Rising Group, col-
lapsed at Balitha Dhamrai, outside the capital, around
8:00am yesterday.

The deceased was Shamsur Rahman Shujon, 20.

The bridge, around 25 feet long and 10 feet wide, col-
lapsed suddenly when the labourers were working on
the bridge, said witnesses, adding that the workers were
hurrying to complete their work before Eid-ul-Azha
which might have caused the accident.

Fire fighters and police conducted rescue operation
till 12:00noon and rushed the injured to different
hospitals in Savar, Dhamrai and Dhaka. Four of the
injured who are in critical condition are undergoing
treatment at Apollo, Enam and Dhaka medical college
hospitals.

The deceased will get Tk 20,000 from the district admin-
istration, Tk 2 lakh from the garment factory ownerand Tk 1
