The nutlcnk fﬂI‘ ihe g]ﬂhal ecmnnmy
became bleaker on Wednesday as
signs of a deeper downturn in China
emerged, despite massive policy
stimulus, coupled with weak growth
at best in Europe.

China's vast factory sector shrank at
its fastest rate in 6-1/2-years in
September, a private survey showed,
sending investors worried about sag-
ging global growth scurrying out of
risky assets. Reacting to the data, Asian
stocks posted their biggest single-day
fall in a month on Wednesday:.

Similar surveys, due later on
Wednesday, are likely to show the 11.5.
economy lost some steam in
September even with the Federal
Reserve holding fire on interest rates.

“There is substantial concern at
present that global demand weakness
is dampening the economy in the
industrial countries," said Jorg Kramer,
chief economist at Commerzbank.

The preliminary Caixin/Markit
China Manufacturing Purchasing
Managers Index fell to 47.0 in
September, the worst since March
2009, missing expectations for 47.5
and slipping from August's 47.3.
Levels below 50 signify a contraction.

It was the seventh straight month
of contraction for the manufacturing
sector and the survey showed busi-
ness conditions deteriorating almost
across the board, as firms slashed
output, prices and jobs at a faster pace
as orders fell.

the world's second largest economy
and just how difficult it will be for
policymakers to steer the economy out
of the biggest downturn in decades.

Last month, Beijing devalued the
currency to support exports and boost
growth, currently at 7 percent.

But that move was seen by inves-
tors as official endorsement of a slow-
ing economy. A global financial mar-
ket rout, notably in Chinese stocks,
followed and forced the central bank
to cut interest rates again, the fifth
time since November.

China is a major importer of raw
materials, especially from Australia,
South Africa and Canada, and
exporter of finished goods.

Major US companies including Walmart,
Starbucks and Nike vowed Wednesday to
move completely to renewable energy in
the long term as part of a global effort
against climate change.

The non-profit Climate Group
announced the latest additions to its cam-
paign during a week of events in New York
that aim to build momentum for a global
agreement to fight climate change.

Consumer goods giants Johnson &
Johnson and Procter & Gamble, and
investment banking titan Goldman Sachs
also joined the year-old effort.

"Our mission is to help people live
longer, healthier and happier lives. We
understand the intrinsic link between a
healthy environment and human health,"
said Alex Gorsky, CEO of Johnson &
Johnson, whose products range from
bandages to pain relief capsules.

Renewable energy sources such as the
sun and wind result in no emissions of
carbon dioxide, the key factor behind
the planet's rising temperatures that
scientists fear will cause worsening
scarcities and disasters.

Starbucks, Nike join 100pc
renewable energy pledge

The Climate Group's initiative, dubbed
RE100, does not set a deadline for compa-
nies to meet the goal or spell out conse-
quences if they do not.

European firms in particular have faced
legal requirements to curb emissions
under the Kyoto Protocol, which the
United States shunned.

Several companies that joined the
RE100 initiative have faced criticism for
aspects of their businesses.

Walmart is known for its hostility to
labor unions but has been active on cli-
mate change, saying that environmental
efforts are critical to maintaining low costs.

Walmart has already set a goal of shift-
ing entirely to renewables, which it says
now supply about 24 percent of the
retailer's electricity.

The Climate Group said that 36 major
businesses now belong to the initiative.

Companies that previously joined
include food giants Mars and Nestle, Tkea,
H&M, electronics maker Philips and
Indian software company Infosys.

The announcement comes on the heels
of a study that found that institutions
worth $2.6 trillion have renounced fossil
fuels, sharply up from a year earlier.
