5 BNP-Jamaat men

Bangladesh lags behind

in palliative care
Says Prof Nezamuddin Ahmed of BSMMU

Bangladesh remains far behind what is
needed to minimise the pain and sufferings
of patients when they know their death is
imminent.

“We have very little capacity or under-
standing to provide care to such people
suffering from cancer or paralysis. Our
national health policy even does not mention
anything about it,” said Prof Nezamuddin
Ahmed of palliative medicine at Bangabandhu
Sheikh Mujib Medical University.

He said approximately six lakh people in
Bangladesh need palliative care each year,
but only around 4,000 avail it.

Referring to the 2015 Quality of Death
Index by The Economist Intelligence Unit
published on Tuesday, Prof Nezamuddin said
Bangladesh stands 79th on a list of 80 coun-
tries in terms of quality of life in terminal days.

“This explains how we are performing in
terms of palliative care,” he said on the eve
of World Hospice and Palliative Care Day
today:.

Palliative care provides relief from pain
and other distressing symptoms and inte-
orates the psychological and spiritual

aspects of care. It offers a support system to
help patients’ families cope with the illness.

In the developed countries, palliative
care has been recognised and commonly in
use for some 50 years to heal terminally ill
patients through pain management, coun-
selling, social security and spiritual support.

Sadly enough, such care has always been
neglected in Bangladesh, Prof Nezamuddin
added.

BSMMUI started working in this regard in
2005 that led to the establishment of the
Center for Palliative Care in 2011. The sec-
tion is currently run by eight trained doctors
and 15 nurses.

Dhaka Medical College Hospital has
recently started a unit on palliative care.
Other than that, only a few private initia-
tives are available in Bangladesh.

This year, for the first time, BSMMU has
approved a programme -- Doctor of
Medicine -- on palliative care.

“The government i$ focusing only on pre-
ventive and curative care. Even ifit is found that
a patient would not be cured, the curative
treatment goes on. Thus, he or she only
faces financial loss,” said Dr
Nezamuddin.

A young woman died of severe burns yesterday after alleg-
edly using kerosene to set herself on fire in front of a flat in
Bashundhara Residential Area demanding that a man who
resided there admit that they were married and provide
financial support.

Her family members claimed to The Daily Star that the
man and his first wife set fire to the 25-year-old woman, who
resided in South Badda and had married him five years ago.

However, Bhatara Police Station Officer-in-Charge (OC)
Nurul Muttakin said the woman, before passing away at Dhaka
Medical College Hospital's (DMCH) burn unit around
10:00pm, confirmed that the burns were self-inflicted.

He quoted security guards at the building as saying, the
woman knocked on the third floor flat for some time
around 8:00pm on Thursday and set herself on fire on get-
ting no response.

Hearing her scream, people in the building put the fire
out and first took her to Apollo Hospitals and then to
DMCH, he said adding that the man refuted the woman's
claims, saying they were just former business partners.
