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EX-PDB CHAIRMAN MURDER CASE

Police yet to
make headway

Police are yet to make any headway in the murder of
former Power Development Board chairman Khizir
Khan.

On October 5, some 10 unidentified people slit the
throat of Muhammad Khizir Khan, 65, also a freedom
fighter of Kushtia, after tying up his family members in
his Madhya Badda residence in the capital. Khizir used
to run a Khankah Sharif on the first floor of the house,
said his relatives.

Abdul Jalil, officer-in-charge of Badda Police
Station, said they are checking every angle including
disputes related to religious belief and land, and per-
sonal enmity.

Yesterday, Kushtia District Association formed a human
chain betfore the Jatiya Press Club in the capital demanding
immediate arrest of the killers.

The murder patterns of Khizir and Sheikh Nurul Islam
Faruqi, leader of Islamic Front Bangladesh who was
slain in August 2014, resembles each other, said one
demonstrator.

Meanwhile, the tribunal issued an
arrest warrant against the 20th
accused following a petition of the
prosecution,

According to the investigation
agency, the accused were mainly
involved in politics of Muslim League
and Nezam-e-Islami, two anti-
liberation political parties. They joined
Peace Committee, Razakar and Al-Badr
after the Liberation War began.

A Peace Committee was formed on
April 30, 1971 in the island thana
where the Pakistani occupation army
and their local collaborators, the
accused, committed atrocities mainly
between May 1 and 6.

“Such a huge scale of atrocities
committed within five or six days is
veryrare,” said the agency.

Mohammad Yusuf, an alleged Razakar
from Noakhali, was shifted to Dhaka
Medical College Hospital from Dhaka

Central Jail yesterday, as he fell sick due
to “old age complications”, Senior Jail
Superintendent Jahangir Kabir told
The Daily Star last night.

He was admitted to the medicine
ward around 12:15pm, said DMCH
sources.

Yusuf, 60, of Sudharam upazila, was
arrested on October 5.

He and four others face three
charges including one for killing at
least 111 people in the upazila during
the Liberation War.

All waiting for AL to quit
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“Killings and enforced disappear-
ances are taking place one after
another due to absence of rule of law.
Even foreigners also became victims
of killing. What type of a country it
has become!” said the former military
dictator.

He was addressing a delegation of
JP's Rangpur unit leaders and activists

at his Banani office in the capital.

Calling upon leaders and activists to
work in unison to strengthen JP,
Ershad said, “Country's people want
change, want peace. That is why people
want to see Jatiya Party in power once
again.”

“It would not be hard for us to
win the national election if we can
create eligible and good candidates

whom people can trust,” Ershad
said, adding, "People tell me 'vou
did many good activities but where
are your candidates? For whom will we
cast ourvotes?"”

The former president said irregulari-
ties and corruption including the leak
of question papers could not be pre-
vented due to government interfer-
ence.

Munshiganj road
crash kills two
schoolboys

Angry locals block highway

Two schoolboys were killed and four other people were
injured in a road accident in Kayotkhali bus station area of
Sreenagar upazila in Munshiganj yesterday evening,.

Shuvo, 12, son of Sirajul Islam, and Sourav, 13, son of Md
Jahangir, died on the way to Dhaka Medical College Hospital.
They were cousins and belonged to Kayotkhali village.

The two, students of class-VII at Hashara Kali Kishore
High School, along with their classmate Tarikul, 13, were
returning home from their school when a private car hit
them and then hit a roadside tree, said witnesses.

The private car veered out of control after a bus of Ilish
Paribahan had hit it from behind, witnesses added.

The injured, including Tarikul, and the car driver and its
passengers, were initially admitted to the upazila health
complex. However, identities of the passengers could not be
known immediately.

After the incident, agitated locals blocked the Dhaka-
Mawa highway causing a half-an-hour long tailback.

Hearing the news, local lawmaker Sukumar Ranjan
Ghosh rushed to the spot and pacified the people, Later, the
angry mob withdrew the blockade. Police seized both the
vehicles but could not arrest the drivers. Filing of a case was
under process.

Passengers speak up
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protected the interest of bus operators by increasing the fare,
adding that now it was its duty to implement it properly.

He also demanded improvement of the bus services of
state-run Bangladesh Road Transport Corporation (BRTC).

Communist Party of Bangladesh (CPB) leader Ruhin
Hossain Prince and several road safety activists, among
others, attended the hearing.

Around 250 passengers yesterday gave their statements
during the hearing, said Mozammel Hoque Chowdhury,
secretary general of Bangladesh Passengers' Welfare
Association. "We will organise similar hearings in the next couple
ofdays. On the basis of people's opinions, we will prepare a report
on the overall scenario of the publictransport sector,” he said.

B Chy sees "nat'l govt"

“What the law enforcement agencies will do if the prime
minister, her son and other ministers tell in advance that
BNP and Jamaat were involved in the killing of the two
foreigners?” he asked.
