F7. : Social Protection and Agriculnere: breaking the ovele of rural poverty' - the theme of World Food Day 2015, is that social protection linked to
' agriculture can  helptackle the vulnerabilities faced by rural households, and play a fundamental role in improving food and nutrition security and
reducing rural poverty. Social protection programmes have been adopted in many countries across the world, as one of the most effective ways to help
people out of poverty. The overall impact of social protection programmes is greater when linked to agricultural development programmes, as part of
an overall effort to tackle food and nutrition insecurity.

community for the wider benefit of the niral population.

How do social protection programmes work? Usually they involve transfers to the poorest of cash or food. Sometimes these transfers are offered in returmn for work, especially where
other employment opportunities are unavailable. The work component may involve activities such as land conservation, water resource management or afforestation/reforestation.

What are the benefits? The predictability of social protection schemes helps households to better manage the nsks they face, to put enough food on the table and to ensure access basic
services such as education and health. This form of safety net avoids the poorest falling back on negative coping strategies - such as distress sales of assets or using natural resources
unsustainably - in times of difficulty. Social protection gives the poorest the confidence to plan and make the small investments that will enable them to move forward out of poverty:

Another important benefit of social protection is that the funds injected into the rural economy through schemes also benefit local food producers who may have a saleable surplus.
Schemes help the poor buy more food and other basic needs; most of which they do locally, This then stimulates the local economy; the money effectively stays within the local

Bangladesh is now widely recognized for its progress in reaching humger and poverty targetsunder Millennium Development Goal 1. The social protection systems of the country
have played a major part. But despite this success, given the size of the population, millions of people still remain food insecure, and so social protection programmes are still needed.

FAO is supporting support the Govermment of Bangladeshin its use social protection to fight hunger, and helping to promote greater coherence and synergies between social
protection, food and nutrition security, agricultural development, natural resource management and rural poverty reduction programmes.
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
