NHRC boss tells journos

National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC)
Chairman Prof Mizanur
Rahman yesterday alleged
that a quarter was trying to
destabilise Bangladesh by
creating fear through anar-
chy at a time when hanging
of war criminals has
become inevitable.

“The recent incidents
cannot be seen as isolated
ones, [ think they are deeply
interlinked,” he told jour-
nalists at his Bagerhat resi-
dence on the October 22
incident when an assistant
sub-inspector was stabbed
to death at a checkpoint in
the capital's Gabtoli.

Terrorism has no geo-
graphical border and the
ASI's killer is not only the
state and country's enemy
but also of world civiliza-
tion, he said, adding that
the resistance should be
built internationally.

“We will not surrender
to terrorism,” he said,
adding that the trial of war
criminals could not be
delayed as the “enemy” was
spreading hate against the
state and people.

There are many countries
which did not restrict move-
ment of their nationals
following killings and those
that raised red alerts over
some isolated incidents
shocked Bangladeshis by
doing so, he said.

The government should
look into whether there is
any link between such
states and those trying to
create fear through criminal
acts, he said.

UNDERAGE SUV CRASH DRIVER

Gulshan police get HC
rule but yet to respond

Gulshan police are yet to respond to
a High Court rule asking the police
authorities to explain in two weeks
why they should not be ordered to
take legal action against an under-
age driver of an SUV that hit two
rickshaws on October 12, injuring
four people.

Issued on a Public Interest
Litigation on October 20 and
received at Gulshan Police Station
on Sunday, the HC rule had further
asked why departmental proceed-
ings should not be taken against the
officer-in-charge (OC) for not carry-
ing out his duty.

“I will take steps after consulting
higher authorities,” the OC, Sirajul
I[slam, told The Daily Star yesterday,
adding, “If the victims do not file
any case (against the driver), police
will be forced to do so.”

He said to have talked to one

victim, Rafiqul Islam, who allegedly
declined filing a case against the
driver, Fareez Rahman, 16, nephew
of a former Awami League lawmaker
Dr HBM Igbal.

Fareez was drinking alcohol and
engaged in a race with another car
on a somewhat waterlogged
Gulshan street before losing control
of the vehicle, said a policeman who
was close by.

Police claimed the wvictims
reached an agreement with the
driver's family that they would not
seek legal redress as long as the
treatment costs are borne.

However, two victims said to
have no knowledge of such an agree-
ment,

Lisa Dibra, an indigenous
woman, told The Daily Star that she
would not file a case as she was
scared the family was influential,
and that police should file it.

Gazipur clinic
ransacked over
woman's death

Cabinet okays jobs for
30,000 more youths

A mob ransacked a clinic in Gazipur as a
woman died on Sunday night following a
caesarian section right there two days ago.

Rima Akhter, 30, wife of Mujibur
Rahman of Ujilabo village, was admitted to
the clinic, Padma Digital Diagnostic and
Hospital, at Maona Chowrasta in Sreepur
on Thursday.

On Thursday night, she gave birth to a
baby girl, her third child, said Osman
Gani, Rima's father-in-law, adding that the
baby was quite well.

He said Dr Mahmudur Rahman
Shaheen, a surgeon of Kapasia Upazila

Health Complex, conducted the operation.
Following excessive bleeding, the

patient was shifted to Mymensingh

Medical College Hospital, where she died.
One of her blood vessels was cut during

the surgery, an allegation of the family
denied by the clinic Director Jahirul Islam.

Dr Shaheen could not be contacted as
his cellphone was found switched off.

The cabinet yesterday approved a proposal
of the Ministry of Youths and Sports to
expand the National Service Programme
(NSP) in 20 upazilas to create jobs for
30,000 unemployed youths.

Atotal of 1,500 youths will get training in
each of the 20 upazilas and then will be
employed, Cabinet Secretary M Musharraf
Hossain Bhuiyan told reporters after the
cabinet meeting at Bangladesh Secretariat.

They will be selected on the basis of their
poverty level classified by the Bangladesh
Bureau of Statistics (BBS) for the 2015-2016
fiscal year, he said.

Linder the programme, people between
the ages of 18 and 35 will be trained for
three months with Tk 100 as daily allowance
and then be appointed temporarily in dif-
ferent government organisations for two
yvears with the daily payment of Tk 200.

The government launched NSP in 2010 in
19 upazilas of Kurigram, Barguna and
Gopalganj in line with its election pledge to

provide the educated youths with jobs for
two years after three months' training.

In 2012, it was expanded to eight upazilas
under seven districts of Rangpur division
and later to 17 upazilas of 17 districts.

At the meeting, Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina directed the government officials to
work more sincerely to implement the
administration’s decisions and policies as
soon as possible.

She also expressed satisfaction over the
progress of activities of the ministries and
divisions when an annual report was placed
atthe meeting.

The PM thanked Musharraf for perform-
ing his job as the cabinet secretary sincerely
in the last few years and wished him success
in the future.

Musharraf has been appointed the alter-
nate executive director at the World Bank
Headqguarters in Washington, while Senior
Land Secretary Mohammad Shafiul Alam
will join as the new cabinet secretary on
October 29,
