The elusive Omura's whale has been recorded on film for the first
time. Footage of the rare and little-known species was captured by
an international team of biologists off the coast of Madagascar.

Arefin Dipan was found murdered at his
office in the capital's Shahbagh on
Saturday hours after owner of
Shuddhoswar publishing house Ahmedur
Rashid Chowdhury Tutul, writer Ranadipam
Basu and blogger Tareque Rahim were
hacked at Tutul's office in Lalmatia.

The murder and violent assaults are
unacceptable and aimed at restricting the
rights of individuals to freedom of expres-
sion, said UN Resident Coordinator in
Bangladesh Robert D Watkins in a state-
ment.

Erdogan's party
regains majority

Turkey's ruling Justice and Development Party (AKP) has
won a critical parliamentary election, regaining the major-
ity it lostin June,

With almost all ballots counted, state-run Anadolu
Agency last night said AKP had won 49.4% of the vote, with
the main opposition CHP on 25.4%.

Prime Minister Ahmet Davutoglu described the result as
a "victory for our democracy and our people”.

The pro-Kurdish HDP crossed the 10% threshold needed
to claim seats.

The nationalist MHP will also take seats in Ankara.

Polls had indicated the AKP would received only
between 40-43% of the vote, in line with how it fared in
June when it lost its majority for the first time in 13 years.

Attempts to form a coalition government after the June
election failed.

With almost all of the results counted, the AKP is set to
win substantially more than the 276 seats needed to win a
majority, allowing it to form a government on its own,

However, it will fall just short of the amount of seats
needed to call a referendum on changing the constitution
and increasing the powers of the president, AKP founder
Recep Tayyip Erdogan.

The AKP's opponents had said the vote was a chance to
curb what it sees as the increasingly authoritarian tenden-
cies of Erdogan.

HOW DID IT HAPPEN?

The party narrative was clear: only it could provide stability

and eliminate the violence of the past few months. After

attacks by the PKK Kurdish militants and the growing threat

of Islamic State, Turks voted for a party they believed could
