Ban on political activities

at CU again, 3 cases filed

MD ABBAS, CU Meanwhile, the CU authorities formed a
three-member probe committee with
Assistant Proctor Helal Uddin Ahmed as the
head and asked it to submit the report
within 15 working days.

The authorities yesterday re-announced
the ban on all kinds of political activities on
the campus which was imposed on
September 14 until further announcement,
said CU Registrar (acting) Prof Kamrul Huda.

Many panicked admission seekers skipped
the test of the biological faculty yesterday.

Manjur Hasan, of Sylhet, said his friends left
the campus without attending the exams while
he had to spend the night at a mosque although
he managed a seat at Shahjalal Hall. Like Hasan
around 40 applicants had to spend the night
before exam mostly at mosques in anxiety.

Sajjadul Kabir, of Dinajpur, said he was
initially confused about attending the exam
and his tension affected his preparation as
well as the exam. The admission test will
continue till November 9.

Three cases were filed yesterday in connection
with Monday's factional clash between two
rival groups of Bangladesh Chhatra League
(BCL) on Chittagong University campus.

Hathazari police filed two cases individu-
ally accusing five named and 25 unnamed
students in connection with arms recovery
from Shahjalal and Shah Amanat halls.
Another case accused 56 students, 31
named, for assaulting police members.

On Monday, two factions of BCL CU
unit, one loyal to its General Secretary Fazle
Rabbi Sujan and another to President
Alamgir Tipu, engaged in a clash over stand-
ing in the front row to greet admission seek-
ers on the campus which left some 50 peo-
ple including seven cops injured.

Tipu is loyal to Awami League city unit's
General Secretary and Chittagong City
Corporation Mayor AJM Nasir Uddin while
Sujan supports AL city unit's President ABM
Mohiuddin Chowdhury.

No 'big' IS presence
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Bangladesh has succeeded in fighting radicalisation but it
might be a victim of extremism, he said, adding that socio-
economic and political issues were often the root causes of
radicalisation, and terrorism could not always be countered
through the use of force.

“Ideology i1s very important,” the retired general said,
adding it was a major concern today in South Asia including
in Bangladesh and India.

He called for greater cooperation and intelligence shar-
ing among the South Asian Association for Regional
Cooperation (Saarc) countries to fight terrorism.

Regarding Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina's proposal for
setting up a multi-country counter-terrorism taskforce, the
expert said it might not happen due to trust deficit among
the countries.

He said terrorism might proliferate for factors like sub-
national or minority alienation, faith in extremist ideology,
ignorance, lack of education, proxy cross-border interest,
safe drug dealing, and illegal arms trade.

Apart from strong cyber efforts and partnership among
media, institutions, and think-tanks, Hasnain said, all
should follow the democratic process for fighting the threat.

In counter-terrorism efforts, the roles of local police are
ignored but they are crucial because they know many
things, he said.

Presided over by BIISS Chairman Ambassador Munshi Faiz
Ahmad, the lecture was attended by diplomats, civil and mili-
tary officers, academics, and researchers. BIISS Director General
Maj Gen AKM Abdur Rahman delivered the welcome address.
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Mujibur Rahman, and later placed garlands at the graves of
the slain leaders at Banani Graveyard and offered special
prayers.

The Awami League-led alliance government once again
expressed its stance to execute the verdict against the killers
by bringing them back home expeditiously.
