The Finance Division, Ministry of Finance has been allocated public funds from the
Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh (GOB) and the Asian
Development Bank (ADB) towards the cost of Skills Employment Investment Program
(SEIP) and, intends to apply part of the proceeds of these funds under the ADB Loan
No. 3131-BAN, to eligible payments under the contract for the provision of consultancy
services (Training of Trainers and Assessors on Effective Teaching and Pedagogy) for
the Program by a Consulting Firm (National).

2. The main purpose of this assignment is twofold (i) to design and develop need
based pedagogical training module with a duration of two weeks for trainers engaged
by different institutions under SEIP and in case of assessors, the training duration will
be 3 days; ii) to organize training programs on Effective Teaching and Pedagogy.

3. SEIP now invites eligible consulting firm to submit their Expression of Interest (EOI)
for providing the required services.

4. The assignment will ensure engagement of 1 Team Leader for 15 person-months, 4
Trainers/Resource Persons for 48 person-months, 1 Trainer/Resource Person for 3
person-months (intermittent) to complete the assignment. It is expected that the
services will commence from February, 2016.

5. The assignment will engage one specialized institution/firm to organize training on
pedagogy for about 820 trainers from the training intuitions administered by three
ministries (Ministry of Education/DTE, Ministry of Industry/BITAC and Ministry of
Expatriates’ Welfare and Overseas Employment/BMET), Industry Associations
(BGMEA, BKMEA, BTMA, BACI, BEIOA, BASIS, Shipbuilders Association & LFMEAB),
BB-SME and PKSF. Firm/institution will also organize training on Effective Teaching
and Pedagogy for 200 industry assessors. The total number of trainers and industry
assessors may be increased or decreased during implementation of training programs.

6. The consulting firm(s) should be nationally/internationally reputed and may submit
EQI as association in the form of joint venture or sub-consultancy. Interested firm(s)
may obtain further information by applying to the address below during normal office
hours.

8. A Consultant will be selected using the Consultant Qualification Selection (CQS) sub
method in accordance with the ADB Guidelines for Use of Consultants. Long-list shall
be prepared on the basis of eligibility requirement such as legal entity, eligibility
declaration in ADB's standard format, membership eligibility.
