In Monirampur upazila,
a college girl killed herself
by setting fire to her body
after pouring petrol at
Nadra village in the upazila
early yesterday, said family
members.

Khatun Champa, 18,
daughter of Abdul Kashem,
said Monirampur police.

In Jessore town, a 17-
year-old girl allegedly com-
mitted suicide by hanging
herself in Jhumjhumpur
Mandartola area of the town
on Sunday.

The dead is Sweety
Khatun, daughter of Raj Ali
of Khorinchi village in
Monirampur upazila.
Sweety used to live with her
sister and brother-in-law in
the area.

The deceased's mother
said Sweety became preg-
nant after living together
with her cousin Babu for
two months.

Babu left Dhaka for
Malaysia on Sunday night
and refused to marry Sweety.
Over the issue, Sweety
committed suicide around
12:00pm, she said.

2 siblings
drown in

The railway authorities have

started demolishing illegal
structures on railway land in
Chapainawabganj.

Over 200 illegally erected
structures near
Chapainawabganj railway
station were demolished in
the last two days.

Divisional Land Officer
of Railway West Zone
Moshtague Ahmed, other

railway officials, and an
executive magistrate
launched the drive with the
help of police and members
of Rapid Action Battalion
(Rab).

Moshtaque said at least
800 illegal structures have
been set up on railway land
by some local land grabbers.
The drives will continue, he
added.

During the drive, owners
of the structures and their

men swooped on the team
members and hurled brick
chips at them, and partially
damaged a bulldozer. Police
fired 40 rounds of rubber
bullets and brought the
situation under control.

The BR authorities had
earlier issued notices to the
owners to remove their
illegally constructed struc-
tures, but they did not pay
heed to the notices, railway
sources said.

Habibur Rahman of the
upazila around 8:30pm.

Being informed, Upazila
Nirbahi Officer (INO) Md
Siddiqur Rahman, wholed a
mobile court, rushed to the
spot, foiled the marriage
and detained the father of

the bride. He was later fined
Tk 200.

However, the bride-
groom and his family mem-
bers managed to flee the
scene, sensing the presence
ofthe UNO.,

In another incident, the
same court foiled marriage
of Kodbanu, 12, daughter
of Abdul Mazid of
Khamatpara village in the
same upazila around
