PROTEST ALONG NEPAL-INDIA BORDER

Blockade causes
medicine crisis

Doctors in the Nepalese capital, Kathmandu, say hospitals
are running out of medicines because of a blockade by

protesters on the border with India.

The blockade has also prevented the delivery of earth-

quake relief supplies.

Ethnic groups from the southern plains, reportedly backed
by some Indians, have been stopping supply trucks entering
Nepal since September. They are protesting against a new
constitution which they say discriminates against them,

Nepal produces around 40% of its medicines internally
and imports 60% from India. Because of the blockade,
Nepal is neither receiving enough new medicine from
Indian nor able to produce its own supplies as raw materials
have also been prevented from entering the country.

"Hospitals have run out of essential drugs and supplies,
vital social services have been disrupted and aid agencies such
as Oxfam have not been able to secure fuel to deliver relief
items to prepare people for the winter in earthquake-affected
districts, " said Cecilia Keizer, head of Oxfam in Nepal.

A heart hospital in Kathmandu, Shahid Gangalal Heart
Centre, has postponed bypass surgeries because it had run
out of the special thread needed to sew up the heart.

As well as causing a medicine shortage, the blockade has
meant towns and cities across Nepal have run low on fuel,
food and general supplies. More than three quarters of

Nepal's international trade is with India.

SIXTH MASS EXTINCTION ON EARTH

'Frozen Ark' collects DNA

A British-led project called "Frozen
Ark" is preserving the DNA of endan-
gered species before they disappear as
the Earth undergoes what scientists are
calling the sixth mass extinction.

"Many of these species are going to
go extinct before we even know they
exist,” said John Armour, Professor of
Human Genetics at the University of
Nottingham, which is host to the pro-
ject.

"The whole idea of the Frozen Ark is
to get and preserve that material for
future generations before it's too late."

Launched a little over a decade ago
by British scientists Bryan Clarke, who
died last year, and his wife Ann, the
Frozen Ark network now has 22 part-
ners worldwide.

In all 48,000 samples have been
collected belonging to some 5,500
species.

In Nottingham, some of the 705
samples are on special cards to keep
DNA at room temperature and others
are in a freezer at -80 degrees Celsius (-

111 Fahrenheit), including samples of a
Siberian tiger and an Amur leopard.

So many species are in such rapid
decline that scientists say that the
earth's sixth great extinction is under
way. The last, that killed off the dino-
saurs, occurred 65 million years ago.

The book "The Sixth Extinction” by
journalist Elizabeth Kolbert sets out
how the die-off has been caused by
human activity and climate change,
with life in the oceans particularly
affected.

The book was on US President
Barack Obama's list of holiday read-
ing this year.

The predictions are frightening:
coral reefs, home to over a quarter of
all marine species, could disappear
by 2050. About 41 percent of
amphibians and 26 of mammal spe-
cies are threatened with extinction,
according to the International Union
for Conservation of Nature.

But what is the use of stored DNA
and cells? The material can provide a
wealth of information, according to the
scientists.

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100,000 Bhutan
refugees move

to West from
Nepal: UN

Some 100,000 Bhutanese
refugees have been reset-
tled in Western countries
from camps in Nepal
where they have been liv-
ing for two decades after
being forced out of their
homeland, the UN said
yesterday.

The refugees have been
offered new lives in the
United States and other
nations after the failure of
years of negotiations to
secure their return to
Bhutan, which says they are
illegal immigrants.

Less than 18,000 refu-
gees remain in the camps,
according to a joint state-
ment from the UN
Refugee Agency (UNHCR)
and the International
Organization for
Migration.

All are ethnic Nepalese
who fled across the bor-
der in the early 1990s,
claiming persecution after
Bhutan made national
dress compulsory and
banned the Nepalese lan-
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SHAKY MYANMAR TRANSITION
Suu Kyi in 'reconciliation'
talks after poll landslide

Aung San Suu Kyi met Myanmar's influen-
tial parliamentary speaker yesterday for key
talks as the country moves from decades of
military rule toward democracy after
landmark polls this month.

Uncertainty surrounds the handover of
power in the Southeast Asian nation, after
Suu Kyi's opposition National League for
Democracy swept to victory in the
November 8 polls,
the fairest elections
in 25 years.

She held a closed-
door meeting in the
capital Naypyidaw
with Shwe Mann, a
former general with
whom she has an
amicable working
relationship.

The pair agreed to
a number of shared goals that were later
released in a statement by the NLD, includ-
ing national reconciliation, peace and the
smooth running of parliament during the
country's political transition,

Suu Kyi has requested three "national
reconciliation® discussions, including with
the president and army chief. Both men
have agreed to the meetings and congratu-
lated Suu Kyi on her party's poll victory.

Shwe Mann with Aung San Suu

Shwe Mann had at one point been tipped
as a potential compromise candidate for the
role. But he was ousted from the leadership
of the army-backed ruling Union Solidarity
and Development Party in August, and then
lost his constituency seat in the elections.

But he continues to wield influence as
speaker of the combined national parlia-
ment, which reconvened this week for a
lame duck session that will last until
January.

There are jitters
over Myanmar's
transition, specifi-
cally who will be the
next president -- a
role denied to Suu
Kyi by the army-
drafted constitution
because she married
and had children
with a foreigner.

This has jarred
nerves in Myanmar, where the NLD's 1990
electoral landslide was ignored by the then
ruling junta, who held onto power for a
further two decades before ceding to a
quasi-civilian regimein 2011.

Thein Sein will remain in office until
March under Myanmar's complex system,
which enshrines a lengthy power handover
as well as continued political and economic
clout for the military.
