Students will sit for
English language tests
today from 11:00am to
1:30pm and for another
five subjects in the follow-
ing days till November 28.
Those with special needs
will get an additional 20
minutes,

The Directorate of
Primary Education is hold-
ing the test in 7,052 cen-
tres.

The exam was intro-
duced in 2009 while the
madrasas followed suit the
next year. The students
must pass to enroll in class
VI while scholarships will
also be awarded.

126 more go to
India today

A total of 126 people of 29 families in the erstwhile Indian
enclaves in Kurigram and Nilphamari districts will cross the
border into India today.

The Indian government has already issued travel passes
for them.

During a joint survey conducted by the India-Bangladesh
survey team in July, as many as 979 former Indian enclave
dwellers opted to relocate to India.

Of them, 71 from four enclaves in Kurigram will
leave Bangladesh for India today. The members of 14
families will enter India through Bagvandar-
Shahebganj border check post in the district's
Bhurungamari upazila.

The district administration has already arranged vehicles
fortransporting their goods to the check post.

Kurigram deputy commissioner, UNOs of Phulbari and
Bhurungamari, top police and custom officials and some
relatives of the would-be Indian nationals will be present at
the check post to bid them goodbye.

Shohel Maruf, in-charge (enclave) at the district control
room, said: “Seventy Indian travel pass holders from two
former enclaves in Kurigram have already changed their
mind and appealed to the DC for staying in
Bangladesh.”

The next batches of people will cross into India on
November 24, 26 and 29.

In Nilphamari, 55 people of 15 families from six former

Teachers' row makes

students victims

The teachers of geography and environment at
Jahangirnagar University continued their work stoppage for
the seventh day yesterday, increasing the likelihood of ses-
sion jams.

They demand legal action against their colleague, Prof
Manzurul Hassan.

However, students are aggrieved at the teachers' way of
protest which invariably affects classes and exams.

"Why the means of protest always has to be refraining
from academic activities?" asked a fourth-year student
wishing anonymity. "There are other peaceful ways,” he said.

Students alleged that the schedule for third-year final
examinations was finalised but because of the protest, the
whole process was now in uncertainty.

Prof Manzurul faces allegations of delaying the 2011-12
master's final examinations by one year, filing a writ peti-
tion against the department, and "threatening" other teach-
ers and students. He denies all the accusations.

Last week, the students met Vice Chancellor Prof Farzana
Islam, and were assured that there would be some way out
but nothing happened till yesterday.

Saidur Rashid, a professor, said the VC would give a
response to their demand today.

Enam Hospital kept

Finally lets them go considering
two patients' inability to pay

The authorities of Enam Medical College and Hospital in
Savar of Dhaka yesterday released two patients who had
been confined for days due to their inability to pay bills.

Raj Banu, 60, wife of Motiur Rahman of Manijganj, was
admitted to the hospital on October 16 after being hit by an
auto-rickshaw in the district. Rickshaw-puller Md Alauddin
alias Alok, 27, of Narail, was rushed there following a road
accident in the district on September 24. Hospital sources
said the two had been detained even after being cured.

6 diagnostic centres
fined, two sealed

reports; did not have licences

A mobile court of the Rapid Action
Battalion (Rab) yesterday fined six diag-
nostic centres Tk 15 lakh and sealed two
of them off in the capital for providing
fake medical reports without testing
samples and running operations without

During a six-hour raid in Fakirapool and
DIT Extension road area, the court observed
that the six centres used to give fake medical
reports, which were signed by doctors in
advance, says a press release, adding that
they also did not have authorised and
