The deceased are
Jalaluddin, 35, of
Chhonbari village, and
Chunu Miah, 42, of
Bhagarpar wvillage in the
upazila.

Md Ruhul Amin, officer-
in-charge (investigation) of
Companyganj Police
Station, said a portion of the
hillock collapsed on them
while they were lifting stone
from Shah Arefin Tila, leav-
ing the duo dead on the spot.

ICU ventilator lies
idle at Panchagarh
Sadar Hospital

An Intensive Care LUnit
(ICU) ventilator sent by the
health department is lying
useless at Panchagarh Sadar
Hospital for over two years
as the hospital does not
have any ICLI.

Central Medical Store
Department under the
Ministry of Health sent
the ICU ventilator worth
Tk 18 lakh to the hospi-
tal in February 2013

without giving any prior
information to the hos-
pital authority, sources
said.

The department did not
even send necessary
equipment needed to run
the machine. No trained
technician was provided
either.

The machine is used in
the ICU to support
breathing when the
patient is unable to take
breath naturally, physi-
cians said.

During a recent visit,
this correspondent learnt
that the ventilator
machine kept in a corner
of the hospital's operation
theatre has to be given
electric charge every the
morning to keep it fit.

The important
machine is lying idle as
it was sent without
proper planning and
necessary arrangement
for running, said Dr
Ahad Ali, civil surgeon
of Thakurgaon.

41 BNP-Jamaat men among
75 arrested in 3 districts

At least 75 people, including
41 BNP and Jamaat-Shibir
men were held in JThenidah,

Chapainawabganj and
Satkhira districts yesterday
and the day before.

A joint force in separate
drives arrested at least 24
activists of BNP and
Jamaat-e-Islami and its
student wing Islami
Chhatra Shibir in six
upazilas of Jhenidah in the
last two days, reports our
correspondent.

They were arrested on
charge of planning subver-
sive activities in the areas,
sald Assistant
Superintendent of Police
Ajbahar Ali Sheikh.

In Chapainawabganj, at
least 22 people, including
five BNP and Jamaat men,
were held in different
upazilas of the district
yesterday and the day
before, reports our corre-
spondent.

The arrestees include
Sayema Khatun, vice chair-
man of Shibganj Upazila
Parishad, and organising
secretary of the district
unit of Jatiyatabadi
Mohila Dal.

She was arrested in an
extortion case, said Moinul
Islam, officer-in-charge of
Shibganj Police Station.

Police arrested 21 others

in several cases, according to
police control room of SP
office.

Away in Satkhira, the law
enforcers arrested 29 people
including 12 Jamaat activ-
ists from eight upazilas of
the district on Sunday,
reports LINB.

They were arrested on
sabotage charges, said
Enamul Haque, sub-
inspector of Satkhira district
police.

Among the arrestees, 10
are from Sadar upazila, four
from

Kalaroa wupazila, two
from Tala upazila, five
from Kaliganj upazila,
two from Ashashuni
upazila, two from
Debhata, three from

Patkelghata and one from
Shymnagar upazila.

105 sued over AL-Jubo
League clash in Sylhet

Two cases have been filed,
accusing 105 people in
connection with a clash
between two factions of
ruling party that left at
least 15 people injured in
Gualabazar area under
Osmaninagar upazila of
Sylhet district on
Saturday.

Around 8:00pm, the men
of Alfazur Rahman
Chowdhury, general secre-
tary of Osmaninagar
upazila unit of AL, and
Altafur Rahman Sohel,
general secretary of the

upazila unit of Jubo League,
locked in an altercation over
arranging a meeting organ-
ised by Sramik League in the
area.

At one stage, the rival
groups equipped with lethal
weapons attacked each
other, leaving at least 15
people from both sides
injured, said police.

Sramik League men
also vandalised a few
shops in front of
Shadimahal Community
Centre in the area during
the incident.

Five of them were admit-
ted to Sylhet MAG Osmani
Medical College Hospital

with serious injuries.

Nabedur Rahman
Chowdhury, brother of AL
leader Alfazur Rahman,
filed a case with
Osmaninagar Police Station
against 50 people, including
Jubo League leader Sohel,
on Sunday night.

The following day, Sohel
filed another case, accusing
25 named and 30 unnamed
men.

Additional police per-
sonnel have been deployed
in the area to avert any fur-
ther trouble, said Md
Murshalin, officer-in-charge
of Osmaninagar Police
Station.
