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Japan plans to raise minimum
wage to revive economy

Japan's government plans to raise the
minimum wage and introduce other
steps to revitalise the economy, but
the draft of stimulus measures seen by
Reuters on Monday appeared to break
no new ground on reforms that ana-
lysts say are needed to end decades of
stagnation.

Prime Minister Shinzo Abe's gov-
ernment will also offer some financial
support to people living offt their
pensions to bolster consumer spend-
ing, a copy of the draft obtained by
Reuters showed,

Citing unnamed sources, the Nikkei
newspaper said on Monday that the
covernment 1s planning to raise the
minimum wage by 3 percent. But the
draft didn't provide any specifics and
analysts say the government will need
to do more to foster durable growth.

Raising wages is an urgent task for
policymakers as Tokyo is keen to
ramp up consumer spending, which
is seen as crucial to boosting domestic
demand and pulling the economy out
of 15 years of deflation.

However, some economists
remained sceptical of the plans
because they do not do enough to
address Japan's rigid labour market
and low worker productivity.

"This sounds like short-term stimu-
lus, but Japan needs structural reforms
more than stimulus measures,” said
Marcel Thieliant, Japan economist at
Capital Economics in Singapore.

"We might get a growth spurt for

the next one to two years, but this will
not lead to stronger growth in the
long term."

The economy has fallen into reces-
sion twice since Abe took office in late
2012, and his government is under
pressure to show that it can improve
the economy with a package of steps
due this week.

The national average of Japan's
minimum wage was at 780 yen
($6.33) per hour in the last fiscal year,
s0 a 3 percent increase would still not
buy more than a bowl of ramen noo-
dles - an illustration of the daunting
task policy makers face in boosting
consumption and growth.

The minimum wage has been rising
for the past few years, but Japan's rates
are only slightly above the average for

OECD members, and labour unions
have argued for bigger increases.

The government will also loosen
regulations to encourage capital expen-
diture by small firms, and provide a
time frame for lowering the corporate
tax rate below 30 percent to improve
competitiveness, the draft showed.

The government has already com-
mitted to lowering the corporate tax
rate to around 31 percent next fiscal
year, but companies have been asking
for bigger tax cuts.

Economics Minister Akira Amari
will present the draft at a meeting of
the government's top advisory panel
on Tuesday. Abe's government is due
to finalise the economic stimulus
measures by the end of this month.

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French business
feels pinch from

Paris attacks

French private-sector busi-
ness growth slowed in
November, according to a
survey published Monday,
with some business leaders
blaming the Paris attacks.

Financial services com-
pany Markit said its latest
data "indicated an easing
of private sector output
growth during November”,
when its Flash France
Composite Output Index
slipped to 51.3, a three-
month low, from 52.6 in
October.

An index level over 50
means that business is still
expanding,

"French private sector
output growth weakened
slightly in November, with
the Paris attacks reported to
have hit activity among
some service providers,”
Markit senior economist
Jack Kennedy said.

China will accelerate reforms to remove
internal barriers to both foreign and domes-
tic trade, the country's cabinet said on
Monday, a move designed to bolster domes-
tic consumption in its slowing economy:.

In a comprehensive statement on its
website, China's State Council outlined
plans to increase economic activity across
a wide range of sectors in the world's sec-
ond-largest economy.

China is looking to give both interna-
tional and domestic investors increased
access to the world's second-largest economy
in a bid to promote consumption, The state-
ment follows the council's October plenum,
which outlined broad the state's broad strate-
gic objectives for the next five years.

The State Council said in its statement it
is seeking to "eliminate all kinds ot con-
spicuous and hidden administrative
monopolies, strengthen anti-monopoly
laws" in an attempt to remove protection-
ist policies between various provinces.

While weakening China trade comes on
the back of falling commodity prices and
softening global growth, analysts also blame
provincial protectionist import substitution

policies for artificially suppressing Chinese
demand for foreign products.

Additionally, the government said it
would accelerate reform of the country's
residence registration, or "hukou”, system to
unleash the spending potential of China's
rural population, the document said. Rural
residents will be supported to buy their own
homes and small- and medium-sized cities
will be encouraged to implement tailored
policies, favourable to them.

All Chinese residents have a hukou that
determines their access to education and
other social welfare services.

University graduates who chose to settle
in provincial capitals and smaller cities
would be granted local residence registra-
tion, the document said.

The government also pledged to
improve internet infrastructure and e-
commerce logistics of the "last mile" - the
final portion of a package's journey from a
retailer's warehouse or store to the cus-
tomer's front door.

It also said it would expand the scope of
the 72-hour transit visa, improve tax
rebates for tourists and attract interna-
tional consumers by hosting shopping
festivals, film festivals, fashion weeks and
book fairs.
