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Emergency 1n Tunisia Furious Putin Govt appeals

12 killed as presidential guard bus bombed;

IS claims responsibility

Tunisia was under a state of emergency
yesterday after the bombing of a presiden-
tial guard bus killed at least 12 people, the
latest attack in a country plagued by Islamist
violence.

President Beji Caid Essebsi and other
members of the National Security Council

held a meeting to discuss crisis measures
following the blast on Tuesday.

A 9:00 pm to 5:00 am curfew has been
imposed in the capital following the attack,
along with a new nationwide state of emer-
gency, which had been lifted less than two
months previously.

Sends state-of-the-art air
defence missiles to Syria

Russian President Vladimir Putin yesterday
ordered state-of-the art air defence missile
systems to be deployed at a Russian air base
in Syria following the downing of a Russian
warplane by Turkey, a move that raised the
threat of a military confrontation between
the NATO member and Russia.

The §5-400 missile systems, which will
be sent to the Hemeimeem air base in
Syria's coastal province of Latakia, located
just about 50 kilometers (30 miles) south
of the border with Turkey, are capable of
targeting Turkish jets with deadly preci-
sion. If Russia shot down a Turkish plane,
NATO would be required to intervene,

Turkey shot down a Russian Su-24
bomber Tuesday, saying it crossed into its
airspace from Syria despite repeated warn-
ings. One of its two pilots was killed by
militants after bailing out, while his
crewmate was rescued by Syrian army
commandos and delivered in good condi-
tion to the Russian base.

Putin said the Russian plane remained
in Syria's skies when it was shot down.
