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Bangladesh charter
for welfare state

Speakers say at publication ceremony
of Bangla translation of 'Foundation
of Social Democracy'

As per the Constitution, Bangladesh must be a welfare state
with quality health and education services to be ensured by
the state, said noted personalities at a book launching cere-
mony in the capital yesterday:.

Local chapter of German foundation Friedrich Ebert
Stiftung (FES) jointly with Dhaka University's Centre for
Genocide Studies organised the ceremony in the capital's
Cirdap auditorium to launch the Bangla translation of
Foundation of Social Democracy.

The book presents the complex ideas of social and eco-
nomic wellbeing of people in a simple way and is ready to
become a popular reading in Bangladesh particularly for
politicians, labour leaders and right activists, said Prof
Rounaq Jahan, a noted political scientist and a distin-
guished fellow at the Centre for Policy Dialogue.

The idea of public welfare in pursuance of the ide-
als of social democracy has been an integral element
of Bangladesh's nation building since the Liberation
War, said Syed Sultan Uddin Ahmed, assistant execu-
tive director of Bangladesh Institute of Labour
Studies.

But political parties have moved away from the eco-
nomic spirit and political ideals of the Liberation War, and
the people in power now view it as a "seditious exercise” if
one calls for establishing public welfare in the light of the
ideals, he said.

The 150-page book, already translated in English,
French, Spanish and Portuguese, dwells on, among other
salient issues of social democracy, a comparative state of
social democracy in the United States, United Kingdom,
Germany, Sweden and Japan.

Bobias Gombert and others involved with FES head-
quarters in Bonn and Berlin, first edited and compiled
some scholarly essays on social democracy in German and
published the compilation in a book in 2009, The first
international edition of the book was published in
2012.

Prof Imtiaz Ahmed of Dhaka University conducted the
event where Shadhan Kumar Das, programme coordinator
of FES, and Henrik Maihack, resident representative of FES,
also spoke.

Bangladeshis

Bangladesh (IMB) operatives in the capital's
airport and Khilgaon areas Sunday, and said
one of them had been spying for a foreign

intelligence agency for years.

The alleged spy Idris Sheikh used to
maintain communication with an official
of the agency with a "spy mobile" phone,
said Monirul Islam, joint commissioner of
the Detective Branch of Dhaka

Metropolitan Police.

Idris and three other arrestees -- Mogbul
Sharif, Md Salam and Mostafa Zaman -- all
Bangladeshi citizens had been visiting and

staying in Pakistan for years.

Detectives claimed that they recovered
the so-called spy mobile and four other
cellphones, three Bangladeshi passports,
and currencies of some countries.

At a press briefing at DMP media centre,

officer of a high commission in Dhaka of
the same country, said a detective officer.
He, however, did not disclose the name of
the intelligence agency or the country.

"Apart from communicating with the
intelligence officer over the phone, Idris met
him in person too," he said.

Of the four, Idris and Sharif managed
Pakistani citizenship during their stay in
Pakistan in 1990 and 1989 respectively.

The DB official claimed that Idris toured
to Pakistan from Bangladesh in 1985
through India and got its citizenship after
marrying a Pakistani woman.

He participated in the 2002 Pakistan gen-
eral election as a candidate under Pak Muslim
Alliance party but was defeated. He then came
back to Bangladesh in 2007 and joined JMB.

The Indian government has offered Bangladeshis schol-
arships under Bangladesh, India and Commonwealth
scholarship schemes for the 2016-17 academic ses-
sion to pursue various courses in India at the under-
sraduate, postgraduate and PhD levels, except in
medicine.

Candidates are required to have proficiency in English
and should have secured minimum 60 percent marks or
GPA-3 out of GPA-5 in the qualifying examinations, said an
Indian High Commission press release yesterday.

JAHANGIR MURDER CASE

High Court

upholds death
sentences of 5
including wife

The High Court yesterday
upheld the death sentences
of five of the six convicts,
including a model,
Sumaiya Kaniz Sagorika,
for killing her husband
Jahangir Alam in the capital
in 2008.

On November 4, a group
of miscreants, led by
Sagorika, 25, hacked
Jahangir, 38, an iron trader
of Shyampur in Old Dhaka,
to death around 4:00am as
he had forbidden his wife to
keep in contact with other
men, according to the case
statement.

Victim's father Firoz
Alam, along with his son-in-
law Imamul Hassan, went to
Jahangir's residence after
hearing the news and found
his son dead but Sagorika
kept mum about the cause
ofthe death, it added.

Later, a murder case was
filed against Sagorika and
six others.

Yesterday, the HC acquit-
ted Ali Ashraf Liton of the
murder charge and upheld
the lower court wverdict
which sentenced Sagorika,
Mohammad Ibrahim, Hizra
Khalil, Al Amin and Khalil
Sheikh, Deputy Attorney
General Md Bashirullah
said.

The government will
move an appeal before the
Appellate Division of the
Supreme Court against the

acquittal of Liton, he
added.
On June 21, 2010, the

Speedy Trial Tribunal-3
acquitted Ismail Hossain.
