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India eyes steady steps, not
big bang, towards freer rupee

India is taking steady steps towards an
increasingly free currency, Reserve
Bank of India governor Raghuram
Rajan said on Tuesday, but it will avoid
a "bigbang" liberalisation.,

China's accession to the
International Monetary Fund's
benchmark currency basket on
Monday was seen as a victory for
Beijing's campaign for recognition,
and puts the yuan alongside the
dollar, euro, pound and yen.

Some economists say it was also a
blow for India, an economy that was
at virtual parity with China in the
early 1980s but is now a fraction of
the size.

"We are steadily moving towards
being a much more open economy,
while keeping some of the concerns
about stability, making sure we have
things broadly under control,” Rajan
said after the central bank's mone-
tary policy announcement on
Tuesday, in response to a question
on the yuan. He detailed recent steps
including moves by the central bank
to allow companies to more easily
raise rupee debt offshore.

"All these are in the direction to
broaden and open up a little more,
but at the same time it is not a big
bang, where we lose control,” he
said. "Itis a steady process.”

Asked about the impact of the
yuan's inclusion in the IMF's Special

Drawing Rights (SDR) basket on the
rupee, Rajan said there could be a
further softening of the Chinese
currency, but India would not shift
accordingly.

"(The yuan) devalued initially but
then stopped, and it has come up a
little since then. Perhaps with the
Chinese inclusion in the SDR basket
you may see a little more of that," he
said. India, he added, would not
"manipulate” the exchange rate for
the rupee to achieve macroeconomic
objectives.

"We've said repeatedly that our
intent is to minimise volatility in the
exchange rate rather than target a
particular level," he told a press
conference,
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Yousuf Aman, a director at AG Automobiles, authorised dealer of Ford Motor Vehicles, and Aditya Mandloi,

US business plans
for investment
hit 3-year low

US businesses are increas-
ingly pessimistic about the
US economy and are slash-
ing plans for investment
that is vital for growth, a
private survey showed
Tuesday. The Business
Roundtable, a group of top
corporate leaders, said its
fourth-quarter survey
found chief executives
voicing "growing caution”
about the near-term eco-
nomic outlook,

Its CEO Economic
Outlook Index, grouping
sales projections and plans
for investment and hiring,
dropped 6.6 points from
the third quarter to 67.5 in
the fourth quarter.

That was the third
straight quarterly decline
for the index, which mea-
sures CEOs' expectations
for the coming six months.

"Lower expectations for
sales and investment reflect
CEOQOs' ongoing caution about
the near-term prospects for
LIS economic growth,” said
Randall Stephenson, chair-
man of Business Roundtable,
and the chairman and chief
executive of telecom giant
AT&T. |

"Congress and the
administration need to
work together to continue
to fund the government,
expand trade, agree on a
long-term transportation
infrastructure investment
plan, reauthorize the US
Export-Import Bank and
renew expired tax provi-
sions," he said in a state-
ment.

The fourth-quarter
decline in the index was led
by plans for capital spend-
ing, such as investments in
equipment and property,
which plummeted nearly
17 points quarter-over-
quarter to 53.6.

It shrank 0.8 percent in
the first quarter, then 2.1
percent in the second,
according to revised figures
released Tuesday by Brazil's
statistics agency.

From July to September,
it contracted 4.5 percent as
compared to the same
quarter a year ago -- the
worst quarterly perfor-
mance since 1996.

The markets are expect-
ing the economy to shrink
by 3.19 percent this year,
followed by negative 2.04
percent growth in 2016.
