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Ctg girl dies
in house fire

A girl was burnt to death as a fire broke out in her tin-shed
house in Madyam Sonaichhari Shitalpur area of Sitakunda
upazila of Chittagong on Thursday night.

The fire originated from a mosquito coil when Sanjida
Begum, 8, daughter of Badsha Mia, was sleeping alone
inside the house as her parents went outside locking her
inside.

The fire also spread to a nearby grocery shop and a tea-
stall and caused a damage of Tk 80,000, said fire officials.
Fire fighters doused the fire after an hour long effort.

Meanwhile in Rangpur city, a tin-shed one-storey cotton
factory of Jahangir Hossain was gutted by a fire at
Alamnagar beside Rangpur Railway Station early yesterday.

Jahangir claimed that he incurred a loss of Tk 5 lakh.

Fire fighters doused the blaze after three hour long effort.
Fire officials could not ascertain the cause behind the fire
immediately.

Youths shoot BCL
man after scuttle

A Bangladesh Chhatra League (BCL) activist was shot after
he beat up a local youth in Halishahar area of Chittagong
city yesterday.

Imam Hossain Babu, 22, was admitted to Chittagong
Medical College Hospital with a bullet wound in the abdo-
men, said the hospital sources.

He is the son of Subedar Md Yousuf of Chittagong district
police.

Witnesses and police said local youth Farhad was beating
another youth named Yunus for allegedly stealing the
mobile phone of one of Farhad's friends.

When Babu saw the incident, he took the side of Yunus
and beat up Farhad, they said, adding that after Juma
prayers Farhad arrived at the spot with a microbus full of
youths and shot at Babu with a pipe gun. The attackers were
chased away by locals.

Rony Mirza, a joint secretary of Chittagong city unit of
BCL, said Babuwas an active BCL worker and his follower.

Family members said
Munmun Akhter, 30, an
office assistant at Patiya
upazila Food Controller's
Office, went missing on
way back home in
Chittagong city from work-
place on Wednesday.

A mother of a five-year-
old boy, Munmun used to
live with her parents in
Rahattarpul area and start
for office at 9:00am and
return by 6:00pm.

On Wednesday, as she
did not return by 7:00pm,
family members went to
Patiya police but they did
not take an abduction case,
said Md Jamshedul Alam,
brother of the victim.

“Police asked us to come
to the station the next day.
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But the next morning,
around 8:26am, there was
a call from the mobile
number of my sister. A
male voice demanded Tk
10 lakh for safely returning
my sister; otherwise they
threatened to kill her,” he
told The Daily Star.

Md Sekandar, husband
of the victim, alleged that
her maternal uncles were
involved in the abduction
because his wife's family

At the programme organ-
ised by Nagorik Jubo Oikya
at Jatiya Press Club in the
capital, they claimed that a
false case was filed against
Manna. The discussion was
titled "Present political
situation and demands of
release of Mahmudur

Though around 10
months have passed since
the arrest of Manna, police
are yet to submit any charge
sheet against him, which is
illegal, they added.

If rule of law, justice and
humanity exist in
Bangladesh then no one
would be confined without
a trial for 10 months, said
Salehuddin, a senior
reporter of the daily Ittefaq.

Plainclothes detectives
detained the then Nagorik
Qikya convener Mahmudur
Rahman Manna from a
Banani residence in Dhaka
on February 24.

Rapid Action Battalion
the next day confirmed that
it had arrested Manna and
handed him over to the
Detective Branch of police.

The arrest came a day
after his phone conversa-
tions with BNP leader
Sadeque Hossain Khoka
and an unnamed person
surfaced in the media after it
was leaked.
