Cricketer Shahadat
gets bail till March
31 on health ground

The High Court yesterday granted bail to cricketer
Shahadat Hossain in connection with a case filed for
torturing his 11-year-old domestic help.

The court granted the bail till March 31 on health
ground following a petition filed by Shahadat seeking

bail in the case.

In the petition the cricketer stated that he needs to
go to Australia for treatment of injury in his knee,
Deputy Attorney General Shiakh AKM Moniruzzaman

Kabir told The Daily Star.

However, the government will move an appeal
before the Appellate Division of the Supreme Court
against the HC order and Shahadat would get
released from jail if the SC did not stay the order,

Kabiradded.

A Dhaka court on October 5, sent the temporarily
suspended national cricketer to jail after he surren-

dered before it seeking bail.

His surrender came two days after police arrested
his wife Jesmine Jahan Nrittya in one of her relatives'
house in the capital's Malibagh in connection with

the case.

Jesmine secured bail from the Dhaka court in the

case on December 1.

Mentionable, Mahfuza Akhtar Happy, the domestic
help, brought the allegation of torture by Shahadat
and his wife on September 6. Later, the case was filed

against the couple.

Following the allegation, Bangladesh Cricket Board

suspended Shahadat on September 13.

Says Green Revolution pioneer Prof MS Swaminathan

To achieve the zero hunger target, Prof
MS Swaminathan yesterday advised
the Saarc countries to restructure the
existing farming systems by including
the dimension of nutrition.

Attention should be given to calorie
deprivations and protein and
micronutrient deficiency in the
regions, suggested the acclaimed agro-
scientist, also known as Indian Father
of Green Revolution,

Launched by UN Secretary-General
Ban Ki-moon in 2012, the Zero Hunger

Challenge is his personal vision of a
world without hunger -- a global call
foraction.

Swaminathan was addressing a
programme organised by SAARC
Agriculture Centre at Bangladesh
Agriculture Research Council in the
capital to celebrate "31st Saarc Charter
Day and International Year of Soils-
2015". Prof Swaminathan gave the
keynote speech at the session. He said
though the Saarc region is experienc-
ing satisfactory economic growth,
hunger and malnutrition, particularly
among women and children, are wide-

tation,

spread. Nutrition is fundamental for
providing human beings with oppor-
tunities for a productive and healthy
life and the Saarc region should show
the way by integrating agriculture with
nutrition and health, he added.
Agriculture Minister Matia
Chowdhury said the government is
open to agricultural innovation, but is
also cautious whether they might
harm the environment.

Police arrested the driver, Mohammad Arif, and seized
the vehicle and a case was filed with Shahjahanpur Police
Station yesterday.

The around five and a half hour long agitation ended
around 2:00pm after officials of Olio, Bangladesh Garment
Manufacturers and Exporters Association and police
assured compensating the victims.

The demonstrators vandalised several buses and set fire
to garbage, creating panic among locals, while traffic move-
ment collapsed in Motijheel, Arambagh and Kamalapur
areas leading to long tailbacks around the capital.

Nasima Begum, a fellow who narrowly escaped injury,
told The Daily Star that Arif was racing with another bus
driver. “(He) has to be given exemplary punishment,” she
demanded.

Another, Sharmin Akter, “We came out onto the streets as
we want proper compensation...treatment...and a stop to
such deaths.”

Peyara Begum and Saidul Islam, from Supreme Apparels
Limited at Shantinagar, said they heard at least five people
including three garment workers were killed and all the
bodies, except Aklima's, were concealed.

HC upholds
death for 1,

The High Court yesterday
upheld a lower court verdict
that had sentenced a man to
death and four others to life
term imprisonment for
killing Anamika Ghosh, a
nine-year-old girl, after
abduction for ransom at
Keraniganjin Dhakain 2009.

Anamika was kidnapped
for a ransom of Tk 10 lakh
while returning home from
school on February 26,
2009.

Though the wvictim's
father paid them Tk 2,10
lakh, the kidnappers killed
her and dumped the body in
a paddy field in Manikganj's
Shivalaya upazila.
