Miscreants shot a Jubo
League activist after storm-
ing into his residence in
the capital's Cantonment
area on Friday night.

Mohammad Ibrahim,
26, an activist of ward no-
15 unit of Dhaka north
and also a brick and sand
trader, was admitted to
Dhaka Medical College
Hospital with injuries to
the waist.

His relatives said the
cang entered the house
around 10;:30pm when
Ibrahim opened the door
after the bell was rung.

Cantonment police
Officer-in-Charge Atiqur
Rahman said a dispute over
business might have led to
the attack.

A case was filed accusing
six by name and some
other unidentified persons.

Most of the six hail from
Bhasantek slum area, the
OC said.

CYBER SECURITY
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Database of internet service
providers on cards

The government has taken an ini-
tiative to form a database of
internet service providers as part of
its ongoing efforts to ensure cyber
security, said officials.

They said the move also aimed
at making available the benefit of
the reduced price of bandwidth as
well as real broadband internet to
the end users.

Talking to the news agency, State
Minister for Posts and
Telecommunications Tarana Halim
said the process of formation of the
database was now underway.

Meanwhile, the officials of posts
and telecommunications division
informed that few big internet
service providers had already sub-
mitted the lists of their sub-agents.

Bangladesh Telecommunication
Regulatory Commission has issued
licences to 434 internet service
providers (ISPs) in six categories. It
handed over nationwide licences to

126 ISPs while 62 licences for cen-
tral zone, 17 zonal (south and east)
licences as well as ISP along with
cyber cafe, licences to 175 operators
under A category, and 29 under B
and 24 under C categories.

Officials said apart from the
authorised ISPs, a huge number of
unauthorised ISPs based on the
small areas in the capital and other
parts of the country were offering
internet services by collecting band-
width from the licence holders.
But, miscreants carry out different
cyber crimes using the internet line
from the unauthorised 1SPs as well
as cyber cafes.

On the other hand, they are also
deceiving the end users financially
by providing slow connection
through shared lines.

Currently, the internet gateways
are paying Tk 625 instead of Tk
1,068 for 1 mbps bandwidth for 10
gbps slab.

Officials informed in January,
2009 bandwidth price was trimmed

to Tk 18,000 from Tk 27,000. Later,
it was re-fixed Tk 10,000 for per
mbps bandwidth from Tk 18,000. It
was Tk 127,000 until 2006,
Internet Service Providers
Association of Bangladesh General
Secretary Emdadul Hoque, how-
ever, is skepticism “whether the

database is leaked to rival business
entities or miscreants.”

He said the end users were not
getting the actual benefit of the
reduced price of bandwidth due to
the high transmission charge
imposed by the Nationwide
Telecommunication Transmission
Network companies.

High charge of NTTN companies
is being forced on the ISPs to collect
extra money from the end users, said
Hoque, adding, “The small ISPs will
disappear in future due to the
impractical business of NTTN."

The ISPAB general secretary
urged the government to issue
more NTTN licences to break the
monopoly.

Female student

presses assault
charges against
BCL president

A female student of Mirpur Bangla
College yesterday filed a case against the
president of the college unit of
Bangladesh Chhatra League (BCL) for
hacking her in the right arm on Friday.

According to the case statement,
Shuvra Mahmud, a second-year
English student, was standing on a
footpath near Mirpur Eye Hospital
around 7:00pm when Mujibur
Rahman Anik with his two associates
arrived on a motorbike. Anik sud-
denly hacked her and they sped away.

Shuvra did not mention any rea-
son behind the attack, said police.
She took primary treatment at Dhaka
Medical College Hospital.

Assistant Sub-Inspector Ohidul
Islam of Mirpur Police Station said
some two weeks ago, Shuvra filed a
general diary against some of Anik’s
associates for stalking her.

Anik for his comment. Police are
trying to nab the accused.

Eight people were killed and eight others injured in road
accidents in six districts yesterday and on Friday.

In Jamalpur, Shefali Aktar, 32, of Roknai village was
killed and her husband injured when a pick-up van hit their
motorcycle in Gabtoli area of Dewanganj upazila yester-
day.

In Jamalpur Sadar, Momtaj Uddin, 30, of Durmuth vil-
lage was killed when his CNG-run-auto-rickshaw collided
head-on with a four-wheeler in Jhinai Bridge area on Friday
night.

In Narayanganj, a man and his son were killed and
another was injured when a bus ploughed through a road-
side food shop as the driver lost his control over the vehicle
on Dhaka-Chittagong Highway in Mograpara intersection
area of Sonargaon upazila on Friday.

The deceased were Nazrul Islam, 45, of Choto Sadipur
area and Hasib, 8.

In Jhenidah, Umme Taiba Akhi, 10, of Gabla village was
killed and three people were injured when a microbus hit
them while they were standing at Kulchara Bus Stand
near Jhenidah-Kushtia road in Shailkupa upazila yester-
day.

In Dinajpur, Moloy Devnath, 13, of Tatipara village was
killed when a tractor hit him at Gobindapur village of
Khansama upazila yesterday.

In Thakurgaon, Abdul Baten, 65, a retired BGB personnel
and an inhabitant of Masterpara was killed when a bus
rammed his motorcycle on Baliadangi-Ranishankoil road
in Mirdangi village of Ranishankoil upazila on Friday eve-
ning.

Palit, Saiful, son of AL's Raozan upazila unit President
Shafiqul Islam Chowdhury Beby and a member of the unit,
had been campaigning as an independent candidate.

“I want to remain respectful towards the decision of
central leaders. I do not want to take a decision which could
tarnish my father's image, " Saiful told The Daily Star.

In Sitakunda, AL nominated Badiul Alam to contest for the
municipal mayor post. Its Sitakunda municipality unit member
Safiul Alam, also the incumbent mayor, and vice-president
Siraj-ud-Daula resigned and announced contesting as inde-
pendent candidates.

They did not want nomination from AL and their role will
not have any impact in the election, AL's Chittagong (north)
unit General Secretary MA Salam told The Daily Star.

“They have no relation with the party so why would the
central leaders take any decision about them,” questioned
Salam.

MIRSARAI

Awami League (AL) nominated Md Gias Uddin, president of
its Mirsarai municipality unit, to contest with its "boat” sym-
bol. Meanwhile, BNP nominated its Mirsarai municipality
unit Member Secretary AZM Rafiqul Islam Parvez to contest
with the “sheaf of paddy”.

The remaining mayor candidate for the December 30 polls is
Mirza Mohammad Arf Mayeen Uddin of Islami Andolon
Bangladesh. His electoral symbol is “hand fan”.

Amidst posters and banners, campaigns ongoing over loud-
speakers, gossips and speculations, an electoral ambience was
observed during a visit to the municipality on Thursday.

The three mayor candidates are going door to door,
pledging to do many things.

These include paving more streets, repairing dilapidated
ones, protecting low lying areas from floods, erecting
streetlights in every ward, conducting infrastructural devel-
opment, increasing healthcare facilities, creating an envi-
ronment of political coexistence and uprooting corruption.

During a conversation in a tea stall in Ambaria area
under ward 3, a number of residents told The Daily Star that
despite the development pledges, people would cast their
votes based on the symbols.

Whether the election will be free, fair and neutral, a power
tiller driver, Mohammad Joynal, said he hoped for one. Md
Joynal, a businessman of the sadar area, echoed them.

Gias claimed that AL carried out immense development in
the area and that he was getting a lot of response in favour of
his “boat” symbol and was hopetul of victory.

Mayeen too stated to be getting a good response while
Parvez said he hoped to win if the polls were held in a free,
fair and neutral manner. He alleged that the ruling party
men were tearing off his posters, banners and leaflets and
obstructing and attacking his campaigners while the
Election Commission was not taking steps despite being
provided with complaints.

Refuting the involvement of the ruling party men, Gias
said the attacks and obstructions were a result of internal
feuds of BNP.

Zia Ahmed Sumon, the returning officer, said steps
would be taken after ongoing investigations were complete.

Mirsarai municipality came into being in 2001. In the first
election in 2002, pro-BNP Abul Faruk Mia became mayor
and in 2011, pro-AL Md Shahjahan was elected.
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
