Says ICIMOD report

Chittagong Hill Tracts has huge potentials for
flourishing as a tourism sector, and produc-
ing a number of high-value agricultural
products like fruits, off-season vegetables
and seeds, stated a report of Kathmandu-
based International Centre for Integrated
Mountain Development (ICIMOD),

According to the report, "A Strategic
Framework for Sustainable Development in
the Chittagong Hill Tracts of Bangladesh”,
the CHT is an ethnically, culturally and
topographically diverse region with a popu-
lation of about 1.6 million including 12
small ethnic communities.

Dr Golam Rasul, livelihoods theme leader
at ICIMOD, a regional intergovernmental
knowledge sharing centre serving eight coun-
tries of the Hindu Kush Himalayas, and
author of the report, told the news agency

that the government is yet to focus on devel-
oping the CHT as a hot spot for tourism and
horticulture due to ongoing land disputes.

Agribusiness is a sector which the region
can usefully prioritise. Training on agro-
processing techniques for farmers, and
development of a market infrastructure can
earn good prices for their agro products, he
added.

According to the report, the region can be
developed as a trade transit point between
the mainland economy and the countries to
the east, particularly Myanmar, Thailand,
and China. All these approaches will even-
tually help improve the local economy:.

It also suggested implementing the out-
standing elements of the peace accord,
expediting the land dispute resolving pro-
cess, strengthening, decentralisation and
devolution of the authority of the CHT

Strawberry farming
gains popularity

BSS, Rajshahi

Commercial farming of strawberry has been gaining popu-
larity in the Rajshahi region for the last couple of years.

Farmers' level extension of strawberry farming can bring
a new horizon to the agriculture sector in the region.

“Strawberry cultivation is as easy as growing potato or
eggplant. Saplings can be planted in rows during the
period between November and December every year,”
said Prof AKM Rafiul Islam of the Department of Botany
of Rajshahi University.

Ilustrating salient feature of strawberry, a high-value
cash crop, he said the plants start flowering within one
month of plantation and fruits can be collected till March.

“Each plant bears around 250 to 300 grammes of fruit
and some 6,000 plants can be grown on one bigha of land,”
Dr Islam said, adding that with farmer-level price of around
Tk 600 per kg, the fruit will have a bigger market locally and
globally and benefit farmers enormously.

Now, a large number of people, mostly unemployed
youths, have become dependent on strawberry farming to
earn a living, as its cultivation is easier and more profitable

Following a two-week winter vacation, the college
reopened yesterday, amid fears of violence, and no classes were
held because few students were present, said college officials.

During Victory Day celebrations last year, a clash broke
out after Shibir activists attacked BCL men when the latter
were laying wreaths at the Shaheed Minar on the campus.

Former and current BCL leaders earlier say the Jamaat-e-
Islami backed student body established supremacy in the col-
lege in the 1980s, and BCL observed Victory Day on the campus
forthe first time underits banner after nearly three decades.

Around a hundred BCL men gathered at the Shaheed
Minar yesterday, and restated their eight demands including
setting up a permanent police camp on the campus, keeping
all gates of the college shut except the main entrance, with-
drawing the hostel superintendents and imams of the col-
lege mosques, withdrawing all part-time staff, and remov-
ingall shops on the campus.

At a press conference on Thursday, the BCL leaders
announced the demands and urged the authorities not to
reopen the college before meeting those.

They also submitted a memorandum to the prime minis-
ter on the same day through the deputy commissioner of
Chittagong, requesting her intervention.

Talking to The Daily Star on Thursday, Nurul Azim Rony,
general secretary of Chittagong city BCL, said, "Shibir goons
