Over 43.68 lakh new voters were registered
on the draft electoral roll last year, Election
Commission Secretary Sirazul Islam said
yesterday.

Of them, over 22,97 lakh are male and
more than 20.70 lakh female.

The new voters will be on the electoral
roll on top of the existing 9.62 crore vot-
ers, Islam told reporters at the EC
Secretariat.

The commission on July 25 last year
started updating the roll across the coun-
try which continued till the end of the
year.

Apart from registering new voters, the EC
also dropped the names of 7.35 lakh dead
voters from the electoral roll.

The draft of the updated electoral roll will
be made available to public at the union
