Dinajpur 'mine blast tragedy
day' today

Today, January 6 1is the
reminder of Dinajpur mine
blast tragedy.

On this day in 1972,
several hundred freedom
fighters were killed in a
series of explosions that
followed an accidental mine
blast at the transit camp of
freedom fighters at
Maharaja Girijanath High
School in the town.

After the December 16
final victory against the
Pakistani occupation army,
around 800 freedom fight-
ers belonging to erstwhile
Sectors 6 and 7 were
brought to the transit camp
set up at the school ground,
sald witnesses and survivors
of the tragedy.

The freedom fighters
under the supervision of the
camp in-charge started
searching out land mines
and other explosives earlier
planted by Pakistani forces
at different places of
Dinajpur and surrounding
districts.

The recovered explosives
including mines, anti-tank
mines, jumping mines and

unloading explosives from
two trucks when acciden-
tally a landmine exploded,
and it led to a series of explo-
sions, killing a large number
of freedom fighters, wit-
nesses said.

Scattered limbs of
human bodies and debris
from the buildings
destroyed in the explosions
spread in all directions,

and former mayor of
Dinajpur municipality Md
Shafiqul Haque Chhuttu,
also an eyewitness to the
incident.

After the series blast,
locals rescued hundreds of
wounded freedom fighters
but most of them could not
be saved due to lack of treat-
ment facilities in the war-
ravaged country.

Abducted madrasa girl

found dead in Jessore
Man held in Sylhet for killing schoolboy

after abduction

An abducted madrasa girl
was found dead in Jessore
district on Monday while
police arrested a man in
Sylhet the same day on
charge of killing a school-
boy after abduction.

The law enforcers recov-
ered the body of the girl
from Singher Kajura village
in Monirampur upazila of
Jessore on Monday evening,
three days after her abduc-
tion, reports our Benapole
correspondent.

The deceased is Lima
Khatun, 14, daughter of
Shahidul Islam, and a Class
IX student of Nengurahat
Women's Madrasa in the
area.

Family sources said a
gang abducted Lima on

Friday evening. Later, her
father filed a general dairy
with Monirampur Police
Station in this connection.

Local people found the
body hanging from a tree at
a bamboo cluster in the
village and informed the
police.

The law enforcers rushed
to the spot, recovered the
body and sent it to Jessore
Medical College Hospital
morgue for autopsy, said
Taherul Islam, officer-in-
charge of the police station.

In Sylhet, police arrested
a man in Singherbazar area
under Bishwanath upazila
of the district on Monday
night on charge of killing a
schoolboy after abduction.

The arrestee is Awlad Alj,
40), of Bisharadpur village in
Chhatak upazila of

Sunamganj district, reports
our Moulvibazar correspon-
dent.

The wvictim, Salman, 6,
son of Mona Miah of
Singherbazar area, was a
student of grade one.

Police said criminals
picked up Salman from the
area near their house on
December 31.

The following day, the
victim's father filed a case
with Bishwanath Police
Station in this connection.

On information, police
recovered the body of
Salman from the River
Makuda in the area on
Monday morning.

During primary interro-
gation, the arrestee con-
fessed to killing the boy after
abduction, said OC Abdul
Hai of the police station.

Some activists of Ghatail
upazila unit of Bangladesh
Chhatra League (BCL) beat
up two ward councillors of
Ghatail municipality in the
district on Monday night.

The councillors are Mansur

to the Orthopaedic Hospital in
Dhaka.

Kabir was attacked near
Janata Cinema Hall area
around 9:00pm, and his
hand and leg were broken,
while Mansur was attacked
at Kazi Road a few minutes
later and his hand was bro-
ken.

Both councillors are
followers of local Awami
League (AL) lawmaker
Amanur Rahman Khan
Rana, while the men who
attacked them are support-
ers of Shahidul Islam Lebu,
convenor of Ghatail upazila
unit of AL.

Local sources said the
two councillors were beaten

founding anniversary of
BCL separately, and for
giving status over the cele-
bration on Facebook.

Shahidul Islam Lebu,
however, said his men
attacked the supporters of MP
Rana as they (the two council-
lors) were trying to intercept
their procession in Amtola
area in the municipality.

The councillors could not
be contacted for their com-
ments on the matter.

Contacted, Mohammad
Kamal Hossain, officer-in-
charge (OC) of Ghatail Police
Station, said he was informed
about the attack on the ward
councillors, but neither side
had lodged any complaint to
police over the matter.

"Necessary steps will be
taken after getting any com-
plaint,” he added.

Amanur Rahman Khan
Rana has been absconding
from his constituency for
the last one year after police
disclosed his name as a
suspect in the Tangail AL
leader Faruk Ahmed murder
case.

parts of the country as its
plucking is going on in full
swing.

It is also being exported
to different countries like
the UK, the UAE, Saudi
Arabia, Qatar, Pakistan and
India, bringing home a
handsome amount of for-
eign currencies.

In Ukhia and Teknaf,
around 12,000 families are
involved in betel nut cultiva-
tion on some 5,000 acres of
land, said the agriculture
officers and locals.

The weather of the two
upazilas -- situated near the
Bay-- and their soil having
adequate salinity have been
a blessing for them.

The local administra-
tions also deserve due credit
for their proper monitoring
of production and supply of
the produce to the markets,
they added.

Ukhia Upazila
Agriculture Officer Sunil
Shil said on average, trees on
an acre of land is capable of
producing eight to 10
tonnes of betel nut during
this season that started in
September last year and will
run through this January.

Eighty pieces of the nuts
are sold for Tk 200 at local
markets. Every day, a whole-
sale market sits at renowned
Sonarpara Bazar in
Jaliapalong union from
where trucks loaded with

the item leave for different
destinations across the
country, he added.

Teknaf has experienced a
better production of supari
than Ukhia did.

Betel nuts were cultivated
on 3,000 acres of land in
that upazila's Sabrang,
Teknaf Sadar, Municipality
and Baharchhara, resulting
in its record production
ever.

Teknat Upazila
Agriculture Officer
Mohammad Abdul Latif
claimed that over 10 tonnes
of betel nut was produced
from each acre of land
there.

Eighty pieces of the nut
were being sold for Tk 300 at
local markets, said locals.

The country's biggest
betel nut markets sit at
Lamar Bazar in Teknaf
Sadar, Mudir Chhara in
Bahar Chhara, Sabrang and
Naya Bazar of Teknaf
upazila, they added.

Wholesaler Sirajul Islam
of Firingi Bazar in
Chittagong town told this
correspondent that the
trading of betel nut was
very profitable and hassle-
free.

However, some traders,
wishing not to be named,
complained of harassment
by some law enforcement
agency members during the
transportation of the good
by road.
