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Schoolboy commits 'suicide’

A schoolboy allegedly committed suicide at Charborhan in
Dashmina upazila of the district yesterday. The deceased,
Md Shakil, 12, was a Class V student of Charborhan
Government Primary School, and son of Md Motaleb
Howlader of the area. The victim's father said they rebuked
Shakil on Wednesday evening as he wasted money in many
ways. Following the incident, he took poison at night. Shakil
was rushed to Galachipa Upazila Health Complex where he
died in the morning. The body was sent to Patuakhali
General Hospital morgue for autopsy, said police.

Two held with Yaba

Rapid Action Battalion (Rab) arrested two alleged drug
peddlers with 1,000 Yaba tablets in Haripur area of the
district town on Wednesday.

A case was filed in this connection, said Assistant
Superintendent of Police Alok Biswas of
Chapainawabganj Rab camp.

Cotton mill gutted

Woman murdered

A woman was killed allegedly by rival over filling up soil at
a madrasa in Pachgaon village under Rajnagar upazila of
the district on Wednesday. The deceased was identified as
Alekzan Bibi, 55, wife of late Jambura Miah, and aunt of
Abdul Hannan, principal of MS] Dakhil Madrasa. There
was a longstanding conflict between Hannan and Abdul
Basir, president of the madrasa managing committee. On
Wednesday morning, Hannan and Basir locked in an
altercation. In the evening, Basir attacked Hannan's
house. At one stage, Hannan hit Alekzan with an iron rod,
leaving her dead on the spot. Basir went into hiding soon
after the incident, said Abdul Based, officer-in-charge of
Rajnagar Police Station.
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The 25-bed government-run children's hospital in Jhenidah district town fails to properly
serve its purpose due to lack of doctors, nurses and other staff.

Kids deprived of treatment
due to lack of doctors

Children are being deprived
of treatment due to a lack of
doctors, nurses and other
staff at the 25-bed Shishu
Hospital in Jhenidah district
town.

Sources in the civil sur-
geon's office said the hospi-
tal was built at a cost of Tk
3.81 crore on 3 acres of land,
and was inaugurated on
September 6, 2006. The
posts of 31 employees
including doctors and other
staff were created on April 6,
2014,

While visiting the hos-
pital on Saturday morn-
ing, this correspondent
found that the two-storied
building comprising 43
rooms is almost ruined

due to a lack of care. Dust
has filled all the rooms
and the furniture is
becoming damaged.
Besides, AC machines, X-
ray machines and other
equipment lie idle,

Roksana Wajir, a sub-
assistant community medi-
cal officer, works from
9:00am to noon. She only
prescribes medicines, but
no medicine is provided to
patients. Besides, sheisnota
specialist. Around five
patients arrive here every
day. We are unable to prop-
erly treat the babies due to
the lack of medicine and
doctors, hospital sources
said.

Soma Khatun, a mother,
told this correspondent
that she arrived at the hos-
pital seeking treatment for

her baby. She was given a
prescription but no medi-
cine was supplied, she
added.

Another mother, Salma
Khatun, said she came to
the hospital in the hope of
better treatment for her
baby but did not receive
any treatment at all. Her
baby is suffering from eye
disease.

Civil Surgeon Dr
Abdus Salam of
Jhenidah, said the Shishu
Hospital was inaugu-
rated in 2006, but no
staff members have been
appointed, adding that
he forwarded a letter to
the concerned office
about the situation, but
has not received any

reply.

A court here yesterday sen-
tenced seven people to life
imprisonment for killing a sand
traderin Jessore town in 2012.

The convicts are Sumon
Chowdhury, Raihan, Roki,
Sabuj, Sohag, Jahangir and
Nahid Alam Nayan.

The court also fined them
Tk 5,000 each. In default,
they are to suffer one year
more in jail.

According to the prosecu-
tion, some miscreants
hacked sand trader Bappi to
death in Chachra Dalmil

area of Jessore town on
March 11, 2012 following an
altercation over sand trading.

Victim's father M Monir
Hossain filed a case against
eight people with Jessore
Kotwali Police Station the
same day.

On December 26, 2013,
Soyeb Ahmed, sub-inspector
of Kotwali Police Station,
submitted a charge sheet
against nine people to a court.

Later, the case was transferred
to Khulna Divisional Speedy
Trial Tribunal from the Jessore
courtforquick disposal.

17 Jamaat-Shibir men sent
to jail on surrender

Seventeen Jamaat-Shibir
men, accused in the cases for
vandalising and setting fire
to polling centres in
Chirirbandar and
Khansama upazilas of the
district during the parlia-
mentary elections in
January 2014, were sent to
jail on Wednesday.

The accused are Abdur
Rouf, Rajjab Ali, Abdul
Noor, Rezaul Karim, Rezab
Uddin, Abdul Karim and
Sahed Ahmed of

Chirirbandar upazila; and
Abdul Mannan, Hakimur
Rahman, Abdul Khaleque,
Hazrat Belal, Lokman Alj,
Sobhan Ali, Shafiqul Islam,
Rabiul Islam, Kabirul Islam
and Babul Hossain of
Khansamaupazila.

They surrendered before
the Sessions Judge's Court in
the afternoon and sought
bail. Judge Shaheed Ahmed
rejected their bail petitions
and sent them to jail, court
sources said.

According to the state-
ments of the cases, Jamaat-
Shibir men vandalised and

torched at least 63 polling
centres in the two upazilas
on the election day on
January 5 and the night
before.

Later, presiding officers
of the respective polling
centres filed the cases with
the police stations con-
cerned, accusing over 2,500
Jamaat-Shibir leaders and
activists.

Court Inspector Shahidul
Islam said the accused, who
surrendered before the
court, had been absconding
since the filing of the cases.

Thief beaten to death
In Laxmipur

Another killed by rivals in Sunamganj

An alleged thief was beaten
to death by a mob in
Ramganj upazila of
Laxmipur district early
yesterday.

The dead is Muslim Mia,
45, son of Sikandar Ali of
Augaankhil village in the
upazila.

Police yesterday detained
Ruhul Amin, 33, Kawsar, 32,
Sayem, 27, Shamsunnahar,
28, and Sabrina Akhter, 32,
for interrogation.

Police said Muslim
entered the house of
Bachchu Dewan, an expatri-

ate in Saudi Arabia, at
Pashchim Angarpara village
in the dead of night and
stole gold ornaments and
valuables.

Hearing shouts of the
house members, villagers
rushed in, chased the
thief and caught him.
They beat him up merci-
lessly, leaving him dead
on the spot.

Contacted, Assistant
Superintendent of Police
(ASP) Nasim Mia said
police went to the spot,
recovered the body and sent
it to Laxmipur Sadar
Hospital morgue for

autopsy.

Muslim was accused in
two theft cases filed with
Ramganj Police Station, the
ASP said.

Away in Sunamganj, a
suspected thief was killed
and another hurt in a clash
between two rival groups
of the gangs at Kamargaon
village in Salla upazila
early yesterday, reports
UNB.

The deceased is Abdul
Jalil.

Both the gangs attacked
each other with sharp weap-
ons that left Jalil dead and
Jamir, 55, injured.
