Thakurgaon Sugar Mills
suspend operation

Thakurgaon Sugar Mills Ltd
suspended operation on
Tuesday night due to
mechanical fault.

Enayet Hossain, manag-
ing director of the mill, told
this correspondent that
operation was suspended as
the baffle wall of the boiler
broke down at night. He said
frequent mechanical prob-
lems occurred due to the old
machines of the mill, which
was established in 1958,

Sugarcane crushing
began on December 18 in
the current season. The mill
authorities have set a target

to produce 5,250 tonnes of
sugar by crushing 75,000
tonnes of sugarcane with
7.25 recovery rate. So far, the
mill has produced 1,050
tonnes of sugar by crushing
22,770 tonnes of sugarcane.,

During a visit yesterday
afternoon, this correspondent
saw a long queue of tractors in
front of the mill waiting for
unloading sugarcane.

Sugarcane farmers are
worried about incurring loss
due to the slow pace of
sugarcane crushing due to
mechanical faults.

Khalequl Haque, a sugar-
cane farmer of Akhanagar
village in Thakurgaon Sadar
upazila, told this correspon-

dent that many farmers will
incur huge loss if they fail to
supply sugarcane in time.

Replying to a query,
Khalequl Haque said the
sugarcane will lose weight
due to dry weather.

Ruhul Amin, president of
Thakurgaon Akhchashi Samity
(Sugarcane Farmers'
Association), told this corre-
spondent that the mill authori-
ties should pay more attention
to the operation of the mill.

If such delays continue,
farmers will not be able to
get profit, he said. He
demanded increase in the
price of sugarcane consider-
ing the delays in sugar pro-
duction,

Robbers looted a huge quantity of fabrics and other
valuables worth about Tk two crore from a
readymade garment factory at Pashchim Chandora in
Kaliakoir upazila of the district on Tuesday night.

A woman sustained burn
injuries in an acid attack by
her ex-husband in
Joypurhat town yesterday.

Thevictim is Nargis Akhter,
20, daughter of late Shafiullah
of Bulupara village under
Sadar upazila, and a 2nd year
degree student at Joypurhat
Shaheed Zia College.

Family members said her ex-
husband Md Masud, 24, way-
laid a battery-run autorickshaw
at Pakar intersection in
Joypurhat town in which Nargis
was travelling. He threw acid on

Nargisand fled thescene.

Hearing screams of
Nargis, locals rushed in and
took her to Joypurhat
Modern Hospital.

Dr Rashed Mobarak of the
hospital said Nargis suffered
15 percent burn injuries on
her hands and face.

Family members said
Nargis was married to Md
Masud of Pakuria village
under Bagha upazila of
Rajshahi district two years
ago. After the marriage, Nargis
found that Masud was a drug
addict. He used to torture her
without any reason.

Family members said
Nargis divorced Masud a
year ago, and got a job as
teacher at a local kindergar-
ten school. But she left the
job as Masud threatened her
for divorcing him.

Nargis also filed a general
diary (GD) regarding this
three months ago with
Sadar Police Station.

Contacted, Farid
Hossain, officer-in-charge
of Joypuhat Sadar Police
Station, said Md Nadim
Khan, elder brother of the
victim, filed a case with
the police station, accus-
ing Masud.
