Police recovered the hanging
body of an 11-year-old
domestic help from an
apartment in the capital's
Badda area yesterday after-
noon,

Noman, hailing from
Noakhali, had been working
at the apartment on the first
floor of a six-storey building,
for the last four months.

Claiming that Noman
committed suicide, his
employer, Noor
Muhammad, a government
employee, said they were
watching TV when a family
member went to the bal-
cony and found his body
hanging from the grill and
informed police.

They rushed him to
Badda General Hospital
where the doctors declared
him dead, said sub-
inspector Shariful Islam.

Raihan, a playgroup student of a school at Rampura,
went on the road unmindfully while playing when the
accident took place, Sentu Chandra Das, assistant sub-
inspector of Dhaka Medical College Hospital Police Camp,
told The Daily Star.

The vehicle sped away from the spot.

Raihan, the only child of Liton, a push-cart driver, was
declared dead by the doctors at the DMCH.

Meanwhile in Sabujbagh, an unidentified woman,
around 60, was killed after getting hit by a truck while
crossing the road at the Madartek area.

Police arrested the driver Firoz, 21, who was driving with
a fake license and seized the vehicle.

Clear law for SC judges'

appointment prerequisite
Legal experts tell SHUJAN roundtable

STAFF CORRESPONDENT

Constitution and legal experts at a
roundtable yesterday called for enacting an
unambiguous law in line with the constitu-
tion for the appointment of judges to the
Supreme Court (SC) so as to ensure the
judiciary's independence.

The discussants, including the SC's
former judges and practicing lawyers and
law professors, deplored the formulation's
delay, stating that the 1972's constitution
had talked about such a law.

The chief justice usually suggests the
names upon an “unofficial request” from
the government and the president then
appoints them, said sources in the SC and
law ministry.

Shushashoner Jannoy Nagorik
(SHUJAN) organised the roundtable, "What
Should Be Done for Ensuring Independence
and Effectiveness of the Judiciary”, in the
capital's Jatiya Press Club with its president,
M Hatiz Uddin Khan, in the chair.

Eminent jurist Dr Kamal Hossain said the
number of SC judges between 2008 and
2011 rose from 60 to 95 and the SC's
Appellate Division in a 2009 verdict had
directed enacting the law.

“Why has the verdict been ignored for
this long?” said Dr Kamal, one of the
framers of the constitution. People have the
right to know and the “state’s structure” will
break down if the judiciary can not function
independently, he said.

Placing the keynote, another eminent
jurist Dr Shahdeen Malik talked about
article 95(2)(C) of the constitution and
pointed out that the law was not formulated
in the last 40 years.

It states, "A person shall not be qualified
for appointment as a judge unless he is a
citizen of Bangladesh and has such qualifi-
cations as may be prescribed by law for
appointment as a judge of the Supreme
Court.”

He recommended replacing articles 115
