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Sudden rain damages huge
raw bricks in Jhenidah

Nearly 104 brickfields in
the district have suffered
a big blow as a sudden
rain on Monday night
damaged huge quantities
of raw bricks that were
piled in the open field for
drying.

The owners of the
brickfields claimed that the
extent of losses could go up
to Tk 9 crore.
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Mahmudul Islam Foton,
president of Jhenidah
Brickfields Association,
said in an average around 3
lakh raw bricks in each of
the 104 brickfields have
been damaged due to the
sudden rain.

The owners kept their raw
bricks in the open sky for
drying as there is very little
chance of rain at this time of
the year.

Gautam Ganguly, man-

ager of Pal Bricks at
Ramnagar village in Sadar
upazila, said the sudden
raid damaged around 10
lakh raw bricks kept piled at
the brickfield causing a loss
of Tk 30 lakh.

The owners will have to
face serious trouble as most
of them took a huge amount
of loan from different banks
and non-governmental
organisations, Mahmudul
added.
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A huge quantity of raw bricks lie mangled at Ramnagar brick field in Jhenidah district as
sudden rain on Monday night caused massive damage to unbaked bricks in different

areas of the district.

College girl
'‘commits’
suicide

Man beaten for protesting
stalking of daughter

The hanging body of a col-
lege girl was found at a dor-
mitory in Radhanagar area in
Pabna town early yesterday:.
The victim, Rumi Khatun,
22, daughter of Lutfar Rahman
of Bonbelghoria village in
Natore, was an MA final year
student of Pabna Edward
College. She was an accountant
in Hafsa Food Products.
Aleya Khatun, sub-
inspector (SI) of Pabna
Sadar Police Station, said
police, on receiving infor-
mation, went to 'Begum
Villa,' the dormitory where
the victim lived, at about
2:00pm and found her
hanging from the ceiling.
“Rumi was often harassed
by the factory manager, so she
was depressed. Due to poverty
she had to continue working
there for completing her
education,” Nasima Begum,
mother of the victim, said.
“We will know whether it
is suicide or murder after
autopsy, the Slsaid.

Stalkers beat up a man as he
protested against their stalk-
ing his daughter at
Ajimnagar under
Harirampur upazila of
Manikganj district on
Monday night.

Marufa Akhter, daughter
of Mizanur Rahman
Mridha, also a student of
Ajimnagar Union High
School, is taking the SS5C
examinations at Patgram
Amnath Bofadhi
Government High School
centre staying at the house
of Shahar Ali Master of
Velabad village, the girl's
family said.

Polash Hossain and his
friends Monir and Nokul
had been stalking the
schoolgirl for the last four
months. Earlier, they had
made a proposal for illicit
act with them. When she
refused, they took a photo-
graph of the girl with Polash
and spread it in the area, the

victim's family members
said.

On Friday noon, Polash
and his accomplices took
photographs of her when
she was taking bath in a
pond beside the house. She
told her father about the
matter.

On Monday, Mizanur
Rahman complained
against the stalkers to
their guardians. The
stalkers got angry and
beat up Mizan with iron
rod and sticks while he
was returning home from
Bosontopur Bazar at
around 7:00pm.

Mizan was taken to
Harirampur Upazila Health
Complex.

The victim's brother
Mohidur Rahman filed a
case yesterday against four
people, including Polash
Hossain, 18, son of Kholil
Uddin of Ajimnagar village,
said Nazrul Islam, officer-
in-charge of Harirampur
Police Station.

Killers still
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deeply into the case, court
sources said.
The next hearing date set
by the court is February 28,
With more and more time
going by, the victims' fami-
lies hope for justice is fading.
"We are very much dis-
appointed. We think Rab is
not investigating the case,”
Runi's younger brother
Nowsher Alam Roman said
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Meherun Runi, senior
reporter of private TV chan-
nel ATN Bangla, and her
husband Sagar Sarowar,
news editor of another TV
station Maasranga, were
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February 11, 2012,

The couple's only son
Mahir Sarowar Megh, who
was only five at the time,
was in the apartment when
the murder took place.

After Sher-e-Bangla
Nagar police and detec-
tives, Rab has been probing
the incident since April
2012.

The victims' families and
people of all walks of life,
including the journalist
community, expressed anger
and frustration over the
sluggish investigation.

Rab on March 25, 2014
received the results of 21
DNA samples from evi-
dence in the crime scene
and eight suspects but that
did not help make any
breakthrough in the probe.
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
