Rampal power plant

BNP yesterday alleged that the government was “forcibly”
setting up a coal-based power plant in Bagerhat's Rampal
near the Sundarbans forsaking national interests as it knows
very well that the world's largest mangrove forest would be
badly atfected.

“There had been a move to set up the power plant at the
Indian part of the Sundarbans. But India shelved the plan
following their people's protests and filing of a case,” BNP

power plant near the Sundarbans at any cost because of its
deep affection for India. It can not back off from it, no
matter how much destruction it invites,” he said.
