Sheikh Selim tells parliament

Lambasting Pakistan for its “conspiracy” against
Bangladesh, Awami League lawmaker Sheikh Fazlul Karim
Selim demanded in parliament yesterday that the govern-
ment sever diplomatic ties with the neighbouring country.

“Pakistani agents are hatching conspiracy so that
Bangladesh cannot make progress. There is no reason to
keep any relation with Pakistan,” Selim told parliament,
speaking on a thanksgiving motion for the president's
speech.

The AL presidium member said, “Pakistan is our born
enemy. [ will call upon the foreign minister to consider the
issue of ending diplomatic relations with Pakistan.”

Amid applaud from both treasury and opposition bench
MPs, Selim said some Pakistani diplomats stationed in
Dhaka were engaged in a conspiracy, and their agents were
instigating militant outfits to destabilise the country.

Selim also claimed that Pakistani agents were behind the
2009 BDR carnage.

“In 1971, the Pakistani occupation army had carried out

Osmani had fought not only for inde-
pendence of the country, but also against all
forms of discrimination in the society, and
to empower the mass people," said
Gonoforum President Dr Kamal Hossain
while addressing the discussion.

Bangabir Osmani Sriti Parishad organ-
ised the programme at the capital's Osmani
Memorial Auditorium, marking his 32th
death anniversary.

Referring to the 70s generation, which
had played a vital role in the Liberation
War, Kamal said the generation had proved
that they were very much aware of their
rights.

He urged the new generation to follow
Osmani's ideology to build a discrimina-
tion-free country which the freedom fight-
ers dreamt of,

adream for the ethnic minorities.

These women, who are denied justice in many incidents,
are getting more marginalised, she said.

Child marriage, poverty, insecurity and dowry play as
barriers against these women's educational empowerment,
showed the report, while the women living in remote areas
lack healthcare benefits in areas of maternal, antenatal and
child care.

It said ethnic minority women in coastal areas were one
of the most vulnerable sections of the population, who fall
victim to land grabbing, environmental catastrophes, and
climate change impacts.

Despite improvements reflected in the global Gender
Development Index (GDI), no tangible change took place
in the lives of women, particularly for the women from
ethnic minorities, found the report. The National Women
Development Policy of 2011 speaks very little of ethnic
minority women, it said.

Prof Obaidul Haque of international relations at Dhaka
University and Executive Director of Achik Michik Society
Sulekha Mrong, among others, also spoke at the event, chaired
by Kapaeeng Foundation Executive Director Pallab Chakma.
