Minorities in need of
more legal access

BLAST-RIB research dissemination
programme told

Speakers at a research dissemination yesterday stressed the
need for easier and better access to legal issues for the
marginalised and socially excluded communities to ensure
their rights, arranged by Bangladesh Legal Aid and Services
Trust (BLAST) and Research Initiatives, Bangladesh (RIB),
in the capital's The Daily Star Centre.

They said ethnic women without legal knowledge had been
deprived of their land rights, just like most of the tea
community people, who did not know where to go to seek
justice.

Abstracts of researches conducted by eight fellows on
indigenous peoples' land rights, and rights of the disabled
and workers were presented at the programme. They were
also awarded certificates for their work. "The land rights of
the ethnic people have not been ensured under the existing
law," alleged ethnic community leader Sanjeeb Drong,
adding, "One cannot save a land without having an affilia-
tion with influential people or money." Kazi Reazul Hoque
of National Human Rights Commission, stressed raising
the issues before the government bodies under a common
platform, Barrister Sara Hossain, honourary executive
director of BLAST also spoke while, RIB Executive Director

US alerts its citizens
in Bangladesh

The US Department of State yesterday updated its regular
travel information and alerted US citizens in Bangladesh to
the ongoing potential for extremist violence in Bangladesh.

The US, however, said the government of Bangladesh had
taken steps to pursue extremists and strengthen security and
thousands of US citizens visited each year without incident.

Nevertheless, LS citizens should take precautions and be
alert to local security developments, according to the travel alert.

Additionally, it said groups saying they represent Al-
QQaeda in the Indian Subcontinent (AQIS) claimed respon-
sibility for a series of threats and terrorist attacks targeting
writers, publishers, and others in the media, including the
murder of a US citizen blogger.

It said the US officials and their families currently were not
permitted to visit many public places and attend large
gatherings in Bangladesh, including events at international
hotels.

The updated alert is almost similar to the November 10,
2015 Travel Alert.

According to the previous and updated alerts, "terrorist
attacks could occur against foreigners in Bangladesh,
especially in large gatherings. The LS government assesses
that the terrorist threat remains real and credible, and

be deployed in each general polling station and 19 in
vulnerable one.

Besides, APBn, Rab, BGB and Coast Guard will act a
striking force in electoral areas.

The commission will place the security plan at a meeting
on March 3 to discuss the overall law and order situation
during the polls.

The EC will convene the meeting, in which top level
officials of the home ministry, law enforcement and intel-
ligence agencies, deputy commissioners (DCs), and
superintendents of police (SPs) of all districts will be
present.

In the UP elections held before 2011, some 20 law
enforcers were deployed in each polling centre.

Asked why the number was lowered, an EC official
told that The Daily Star that some 15 Ansar members
were deployed in each station in previous elections, but
the number has been reduced to 12 since 2012,

"The number of police and other law enforcement
members will remain unchanged," he said, seeking ano-
nymity.

Monitoring cells will, however, be set up at the office of
the Upazila Nirbahi Officer (LINO) to supervise the law and
order situation in the centres.

Vehicular movement will be restricted in electoral areas
eight hours before the voting starts.

Election to 738 UPs will be held on March 22 in the first
phase.
