The news came in response to the
author's attempts to belay rumours her
stage-play based in the Harry Potter uni-
verse, “Harry Potter and the Cursed
Child”, would be receiving a cinematic
adaptation.

A notion which may not remain water-
tight; being that it seems fairly unlikely
Rowling won't ever be tempted to bring
her sold-out theatrical show to screen in
some form. There's only so long one can
really resist studios hammering down the
door in desperation for new Potter mate-
rial.

The film will spin out the adventures of
the adventurous author of “Fantastic
Beasts and Where to Find Them”, Newt
Scamander (played Eddie Redmayne), as
he journeys to New York to attend its
magical convention; only to find the
numerous creatures contained with his
briefcase set loose amongst the streets of
its metropolis.

Galleri Kaya celebrates Hamiduzzaman
Khan's 70th birth anniversary with a solo
sculpture exhibition. The exhibit opens
today and runs till March18.

His black marble stone piece of
Marble de Carara is made of two differ-
ent pieces put together with a hole in the
centre. The Black Marble piece, shaped
like a horn, is another creation by the
man who went to the Middle East and
other places to learn the art of carving
stones, and where he picked up what
was being done in Africa, in the form of
statues. He studied under master artists
in Baroda, India. His wife Ivy Zaman
sculpts too, and has done magnificent
pieces both in Bangladesh and other
countries like Korea and India.

His Black Granite in Stone, 2015 is in
the shape of a human being with a single
eye. It arrests the viewer instantly with its
simplicity and superb craftsmanship.

Shaped like a human torso, with an
eye in between, the Black Granite piece is
breathtaking. It reminds us of Korea
where he and his wife have worked in
unison. It recalls his imaginative and
creative work.

The master sculptor's stone sculpture,
in brown and white streaks, is a wonder
by itself. It stands on its own in splendid
