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Decision made to
prevent extortion
on highways

Claims Obaidul Quader

LINB, Dhaka

Road Transport and Bridges Minister Obaidul Quader yester-
day said a decision was reached by several ministries to stop
illegal extortion in the name of highway toll collections.

While briefing reporters after an inter-ministerial meet-
ing, he said the home ministry was also looking into the
matter, adding that the LGRD ministry would send the list
of toll booths across the country to the home ministry.

He also stated that all sorts of multi-faceted extortions
must be stopped, regardless of how influential their politi-
cal affiliation was.

Asked about the ongoing CNG-run auto-rickshaw strike,
he said that the owners cannot take more than Tk 900 from
their drivers as daily income.

Police would continue overseeing whether drivers were
hiking fares or parking erratically or not, Obaidul added.

A court order has stated that 5000 new auto-rickshaws be
granted licence, but Quader's ministry has sought opinion
from the home ministry in that regard.

He has also ordered Bangladesh Road Transport
Authority (BRTA) to expedite the issuing of transportation
vehicle stickers for those who paid their registration and
fitness bills, but has yet to receive those stickers.

The police have also been instructed not to check for
vehicle papers when they will see the stickers on the top-left
side of the cars.

Regarding the draft road transport act, the minister said
that opinions of all the relevant stakeholders are being taken.

A workshop will be held next month, where everyone's
opinion will be taken under consideration and a unani-
mous decision could be reached.

As for the illegal extension chassis of truck and covered
vans, the current law regarding this is set to be amended by a
ministerial committee, led by LGRD State Minister Moshiur
Rahman Ranga.

Quader inaugurated a BRTC-bus for women and stu-
dents from Mirpur's Shewrapara to Banani's MES bus-
stand, and assured that more routes would be added in the
near future.

Among others, Home Minister Asaduzzaman Khan,
Shipping Minister Shahjahan Khan and LGRD State Minister
Moshiur Rahman Ranga were present in the meeting,

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8 houses looted,
vandalised in
Gazipur

Miscreants vandalised
eight houses and looted
valuables in Tepirabari
Satir Bazar of Sreepur of
Gazipur on Saturday night
allegedly after failing to
get extortion money.

Nine people of the
houses were also injured in
the incident. Following the
incident Al Amin, one of the
injured, filed a complaint
with Sreepur Police Station
accusing 25 people includ-
ing Mosharof and Washim
of the area and Elim
Jahangir of Mulaid village.

Members of the houses
said they came from
Mymensingh and
Kishoreganj and bought
the land to settle down
there. When they were
constructing their houses
the attackers started
demanding money for
around a month and
threatened them of vanda-
lising their houses if they
failed to pay the money.

As the members of the
houses denied paying the
money, the attackers, coming
in a pickup-van, discon-
nected the electricity connec-
tion before vandalising
furniture and other belong-
ings and looting valuables of
their houses on Saturday
night, they added. Later, the
attackers fled after locals
came forward hearing the
news. Police said they vis-
ited the spot immediately
and found proof of vandal-
ism. However, they were not
sure about the looting.

JU students living in risky dorm

Fear collapse any moment due to cracks formed during Jan 4 quake

The Jahangirnagar University authori-
ties are yet to repair the damaged
extension to Al-Biruni Hall or relocate
its students, even though large cracks
were seen at many places in the build-
ing after the January 4 earthquake.

Immediately after spotting cracks in
the wall, basement, ceiling, and pillars
inside and outside of the rooms, the
authorities assured the students of
repairing the hall or evacuating them,
but no step has been taken yet, alleged
resident students.

Furthermore the allotments of the
first-year students to the dormitory have

already been made, which has height-
ened the fearamong them, they said.

Around 200 students stay in the
extension.

The Daily Star also published a photo-
graph titled, "JU Dorm at High Risk after
Quake”, on January 6, 2016, depicting a
long crack on an outside wall.

"New allotments have already been
made, and I do not know anything
about further development of the repair
process...The engineer's office is sup-
posed to deal with the issue,” said Prof
AKM Jasim Uddin, provost of the hall.

Students and staff of the building
have long been residing in the hall
putting their lives at risk, due to the

dilapidated condition of the building.
At least 40 wide and dangerous cracks
have developed in the six-block one-
storey tin-roof building, builtin 1982,
found this correspondent.

"Each night turns into a nightmare
as we are in constant fear that the dorm
might crumble any moment, and the
authorities did nothing about repair or
our reallocation," alleged Sazzad
Hossain, a master's student of the hall.

"There is no development about
repairing the hall due to a lack of fund-
ing from the university authorities,”
said Abdus Saalam Md Sharif, chief
engineer of JU.

Govt urges citizens not to visit

It said the Ministry of Foreign Affairs is monitoring
the situation and further requesting Bangladesh
nationals to refrain from visiting Syria until further
notification in this regard.
