platform collaboration. We already
have two mobile devices in the mar-
ket. We launched Z3 recently in mar-
ket. Z1, the first ever Tizen phone,
was one of the best sellers in the
region. We are able to sell more than
1 million units just few days after the
launch.

So for us, Tizen is very important. To
be exact our future plans with Tizen
revolves around building an ecosys-
tem where you will find countless
applications for your Tizen devices.
We are planning to hold more and
more developers conference on Tizen.
