A court here yesterday sen-
tenced a man to death for
killing his wife in Rampal
upazila of the district in
2014.

The death penalty
awardee is Mohammad
Habi Sarder, 35 son of Jahir
Sarder of Gona Belai village
in the upazila.

According to the prosecu-
tion, Habi married Hasina
Begum, daughter of Torab
Ali of Burirdanga village in
Mogla upazila of the district,
in 2000.

Habi picked up a quarrel

with Hasina over a trivial
matter at around 8:30am on
October 21, 2014, At one
stage, he hacked Hasina,
strangled her and fled the
house. Police arrested Habi
from Khulna the same day.

Victim's brother Shamsul
Molla filed a murder case
with Rampal Police Station
on the day, accusing Habi.
Later, Habi gave confes-
sional statement before a
court.

Sub-Inspector Thakur
Das pressed charges against
Habi on December 31,
2004, After examining the
case record and evidence,
District and Sessions Judge

Md Mizanur Rahman pro-
nounced the verdict.

In Netrakona, a tribunal
yesterday sentenced a man
to life imprisonment for
raping a minor girl at
Durgasram village in Sadar
upazila in 2009, reports
UNB.

The lifer is Rubel Miah,
32, son of Abdul Miah of the
village. Women and
Children Repression
Prevention Tribunal also
fined the convict Tk 20,000.
In default, he is to suffer one
year more in jail.

According to the prosecu-
tion, Rubel raped the girl, a
resident of the same village,

Victim's father filed a case
with Sadar Police Station
under the Women and
Children Repression
Prevention Act the follow-
ing day.

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Housewife
strangled
for 'dowry’

Police recovered the body of
a housewife from her resi-
dence in Jamtola town of
the district early yesterday

The victim was identified
as Salma Akhtar, 29, wife of
Ashik Igbal Pappu, 38.

Md Kamrul Islam, officer-
in-charge of Kotwali Police
Station, said Salma, daughter
of Mohammad Yusuf of
Dhaka, was married to
Pappu eight years ago.

Since the marriage,
Pappu, an alleged drug
addict, used to torture
Salma to bring dowry from
her parents, the OC said,
quoting victim's relatives
and neighbours.

Salma, a mother of a five-
year old boy, might have
been strangled by her in-
laws following an alterca-
tion, locals said.

On information, police
rushed to the spot, recov-
ered the body around
2:00am and sent it to
Mymensingh Medical
College Hospital morgue
for autopsy, said Sub-
Inspector of the police sta-
tion Khondaker Shaker
Ahmed, also investigation
officer (10) of the case.

Police arrested Pappu, his
younger brother Aslam
Igbal Sohel, 36, and elder
sister Israt Jahan, 44, the 10
said. They were later pro-
duced before a Mymensingh
court that sent them to jail.

Victim's father lodged a
murder case with Kotwali
Police Station, accusing
the three.

300 pry schools in Jessore
have no headmaster

The posts of headmaster at
300 government primary
schools in Jessore district are
vacant, disrupting academic
and office work.

Of the 1,285 government
primary schools in eight
upazilas of the district, 985
have regular headmasters,
sources at the office of the
district primary education
officer (DPEO) said.

In the absence of regular
headmasters, assistant
teachers are working as in-
charge headmasters. Most of
them lack experience and
their colleagues are some-
times reluctant to follow
their instructions, parents of
some students said.

The schools run without
headmaster are 46 in
Jessore Sadar upazila, 26
in Sharsha upazila, 72 in
Monirampur upazila, 33
in Bagharpara upazila, 25
in Jhikargachha upazila,
30 in Chougachha upazila,
36 in Keshabpur upazila,
and 32 in Abhoynagar
upazila.

Abul Kalam , acting head-

master of Dihi Government
Primary School, said six
teachers, including a regular
headmaster, are needed to
impart lessons properly to
350 students of the school.

“As there is no headmas-
ter, I'm working as acting
headmaster. Often I have to
remain outside the school
for programmes in upazila
and district offices. Then our
four assistant teachers find it
difficult to manage all the
classes," he added.

The absence of a regular
headmaster hampers coor-
dination among the teach-
ers, said Manjur Rahman , a
member of the school man-
agement committee.

Osman Gani, acting
headmaster of Bosotpur
Government Primary
School in Sharsha upazila
and general secretary of
Sharsha wupazila unit of
Government Primary
School Teachers'
Association, said only 11
teachers are working there,
while 17 teachers are
required to properly cater
for the school's 700 stu-
dents.

As per government rules,
65 percent of the headmas-
ters are appointed through
promotion of senior teach-
ers and the remaining 35
percent are directly
appointed, said teachers
and officials.

Due to various complexi-
ties in the promotion system
and a lack of initiative for
direct appointment, the
headmaster posts of 300
schools have remained
vacant for one to five years.

Students Babu, Rahima
and Sajib of Bosatpur
Government Primary
School said their classes are
not held regularly due to
shortage of teachers.

Osman Gani said they
have raised the issue in the
headmasters’ monthly
meetings in presence of high
officials on several occa-
sions, but to no avail.

Tapos Kumar Adhikari,
Jessore District Primary
Education Officer, said his
office had brought the mat-
ter to the notice of higher
authorities and they are
waiting for a government
decision.

1,700 and Tk 2,500.

"We have also premium
collection for the special
customers and the prices of
those collections are also a
bit high," adds Kabir,

With the Pahela Baishakh
just a day away, apparel
showrooms in Dhaka and
other divisional cities are
crowded with customers.

"We are passing a very
busy time. The crowds of
customers looking for
Baishakhi attires are increas-
ing every day," said Arman
Ahmed, salesman at a shop
a clothing store in the capi-
tal's Bashundhara Shopping
Mall.

Billal Hossain bought a
panjabi for Tk 2,150 from
the mall on Sunday.

"l have a plan to buy
some more clothes. Those

will be for my family mem-
bers ... I usually buy new
clothes ahead of Pahela
Baishakh every year," he
said.

Azharul Hoque Azad,
president of Fashion
Entrepreneurs’ Association
of Bangladesh that has more
than 150 members, believes
this year's sales will be 20
percent higher than that of
the last year.

"The total Baishakhi sales
will hopefully be around Tk
1,500 crore."

The prices of yarn and
fabrics this year are lower
than those of the last year,
and so the clothes' prices are
low, Azad claims.

"We also have the poten-
tials in foreign markets as a
lot of Bangladeshis now live
overseas.”

Jinat Ara Hoque, another
member of the Jote, said the
government should take
more security measures like
ensuring proper lighting
and installing watch towers
instead of telling people to
go home from public places,
including Suhrawardy
Uddyan and Ramna
Batamul.

Citing overnight classical
music programmes held in
the Army Stadium, Jinat said
security could be ensured
without putting restrictions
on gathering or cultural
programmes.

son Sumon have diarrhoea.
The boy has improved but
the baby girl hasn't. She has
become very feeble in the
last few days,” said one
Taslima Akhter.

The 29-year-old woman,
who lives with her family in
Dakshhin Khan area, was
talking to this correspondent
at the International Centre
for Diarrhoeal Disease
Research, Bangladesh
(icddr,b) at Mohakhali in the
capital yesterday.

Sumaiya had continu-
ously been discharging
waste from her bowels and
vomiting for the last five
days. The mother had both
her children admitted to the
hospital on Monday.

“My son is stable now.
But I am worried about my
daughter,” said Taslima.

Farida Begum, 60, was
rushed to the same hospital
from Gazipur's Salna after
she had to go to the toilet 12
times in eight hours since
12midnight yesterday.

“I had to go to the wash-
room every time | ate some-
thing,” said a weak Farida.

As many as 210 such
patients were admitted to
the icddr,b on the first 14
hours of yesterday, accord-
ing to the hospital.

On April 10, the number

Cases SOAdr

was 465 and it was 445 the
next day.

The hospital authorities
said usually they provide
treatment to around 250 to
300 such patients at a time.
But the number goes up to
between 400 and 500 dur-
ing March-May:.

Apart from blaming it on
the sweltering heat, doctors
also pointed out that diar-
rhoea causes mainly due to
the consumption of con-
taminated water and food.

Dr Azharul Islam Khan,
head of the diarrhoeal dis-
eases unit at the icddr,b, said
many poor people, especially
those living in the slums,
drink unsafe water and street
juice to keep themselves
hydrated in hot weather.

In high temperature,
many food items also get
easily contaminated with
harmful bacterium.

He said people should
drink boiled and safe water
all the time. Before eating,
they should warm their food
if that is kept in refrigerators,
he suggested.

Everyone should wash their
hands after using toilets and
before taking meals. Once
anyone has diarrhoea, he or
she must have oral saline,
advised the doctor. “If things
getworse, the person mustseea
doctorimmediately.”
