Dolphins not safe even

in their

havens

Says expert, adding 130 killed in a decade in protected
areas of Sundarbans, Bay of Bengal

Dolphins are still not safe in the
marine protected swatch of no-ground
areas of the Bay of Bengal and the
Sundarbans' dolphin sanctuaries,
according to a wildlife expert.

“Fishermen have been catching fish
in the marine protected swatch of no-
ground areas through the unplanned
use of nets, while ocean-going ships
are running through the areas, putting
dolphins at risk,” senior researcher of
LUS-based Wildlife Conservation
Society (WCS) Jahangir Alam told the
news agency.

He said some 130 dolphins were
killed in the areas from January 2007
to April 12, 2016 after being trapped in
fishing nets or ship propellers.

According to the Forest Department
officials, at least five species of dol-
phins and several species of whales are
found in the dolphin habitat located
in the 1,738 square kilometre swatch
of no-ground areas of the Bay. The
government declared it as a marine

protected areain 2014.
Jahangir Alam, also coordinator of
Bangladesh Cetacean Diversity Project

(BCDP), said although the govern-
ment announced three areas of the

Sundarbans as dolphin sanctuaries
three years ago, dolphins were not safe
there,

He said the authorities concerned
were yet to implement the manage-
ment plan that they prepared to
protect dolphins in the rivers of the
mangrove forest.

In 2012, the Forest Department
declared three areas of the rivers and
canals in the Sundarbans covering
32km as dolphin sanctuaries.

Around 12km from Ghagmari
check-post of Chandpai Range to
Karamjal check-post through
Dhangmari canal and Pashur River,
15km from Jongra check-post to
Andharmari check-post through
Mrigamari check-post and 5km from
Dudhkhali check-post to Supati canal
through Bemara canal were declared
safe havens for dolphins.

Dolphins move around mostly in
the rivers of Dhangmari, Chandpai,
Andharmanik, Dudhmukhi, Betmore
and Patakata of the Sundarbans East
Zone under Khulna and Bagerhat
districts, said Jahangir.

A joint survey conducted by WCS
and BCDP in 2010 revealed that there
were 225 Gangetic river dolphins,
6,000 Irrawady dolphins, over 1,000
bottlenose dolphins, about 1,400
finless porpoises, and a significant
number of Indo-Pacific hump-backed
dolphins, pan-tropical spotted dol-
phins and spinner dolphins in the
Sundarbans and adjacent water bodies
and the swatch of no-ground areas.

Dolphins are also found in the
Brahmaputra, Jamuna, Meghna,
Karnaphuli, and Sangu rivers.

Divisional Forest Officer
(Sundarbans East Zone) Md Saidul
Islam said fishermen were not allowed
to fish using nets in the dolphin
sanctuaries of the Sundarbans; the
Forest Department took legal action
against those found fishing there.

MoU with India for
LPG plant today

BPC, Engineers India Ltd to ink another deal
on Eastern Refinery's unit-2 April 19

BSS, Dhaka

Two more major projects are now coming
up to feed the growing energy need by
setting up the country's largest ever LPG
(liquefied petroleum gas) plant and also a
second unit of the Eastern Refinery
Limited(ERL) in the port city.

To this effect, Bangladesh Petroleum
Corporation (BPC) will sign a memoran-
dum of understanding (Mol) with Indian
Oil Corporation Limited (IOCL) in the
capital today. The other deal will be inked
between the BPC and an Indian firm --
Engineers India Limited -- on April 19 to
appoint consultants for implementation of
the second unit of ERL.

State Minister for Power and Energy
Nasrul Hamid and Indian State Minister for
petroleum and Natural Gas Dharmendra
Pradhan are expected to witness the Mol
singing ceremony.

According to the project detail, the IOCL
would conduct the feasibility study for
setting up the plant. The ministry concerned
is expected to appoint the PMC (project

management consultant) for the second
unit to install the ERL by 2018 for boosting
the country's refinery sector.

The present crude oil processing (COP)
capacity of ERL is 15 lakh tonnes per year
whereas the current demand for petroleum
products stands at nearly 64 lakh tonnes
per year. To ensure energy security, the
government accepted the construction of
unit-2 project of ERL having 30 lakh tonnes
of COP capacity. On implementation of the
unit, the COP capacity of ERL will increase
to 45 lakh tonnes per year, and it will bring
in the much-needed equilibrium between
demand and supply of petroleum products.
It will also ensure production of eco-
friendly motor gasoline and diesel oil,
according to the project detail.

Secretary-in-Charge of the energy divi-
sion Nazimuddin Chowdhury said the
second unit of ERL was likely to be set up
involving Tk 8,949 crore by 2018 with a
capacity of refining around 3 million
tonnes of crude oil annually. The ERL was
set up at Patenga near the Chittagong port
in 1968.

Clinker-laden
lighter vessel
capsizes in
Bay of Bengal

A lighter vessel carrying

Later, two other vessels
from Karnaphuli jetty
rushed to the spot and
rescued the people on
board in the afternoon,
said Abul Kashem, master
of MV Tito-13, adding that
the accident might have
occurred owing to strong
current.

irregularities, We have nothing to do with the body until it
comes to our staff with a proper inquest report. If the
middlemen negotiate or intercept them beforehand, then
we can not do anything,” said Dr Syed Mohammed Kashem,
associate professor, and head of the forensic medicine

“l have repeatedly told the OC of Panchlaish Police
Station about the outsiders and asked to arrest them.
Police suggested that we catch them instead and hand
them over. But we do not have enough manpower for that,”

“If the temporary dead house is shifted to the hospital
then the problem would be solved for the most part,” he

Contacted, Mohiuddin Mahmood, officer-in-charge
of Panchlaish, said, “We had arrested a middleman
named Sagar and took legal actions against him a year
ago. We also told the CMC authorities that if they have
heard about any middleman, then catch them and inform
us. I also suggested bringing the premises under closed
circuit TV cameras. But they did not follow the suggestions.
[t is not possible for me to stay at the morgue all the time to

Md Didarul Islam, assistant director (administration)
of CMCH, said they would take action against their staff
if there is any “specific allegation'” with proof. He too said
dual administration in the morgue premises by CMC and

Modhu, Haris and Selim, however, denied taking
money forcefully from the relatives of the deceased.

"We just help people. We help them carrying the
body from the vehicle, take it inside the morgue and
buy necessary materials like plastics and treads. In
return, people at times give us tips as per their wish. We do
not force anyone to pay any stipulated amount,” said

Haris and Selim claimed that they were officially
appointed, and they take money as service charge and
materials and medicine cost.

CMCH employees Shamol and Ratan denied their
involvement in charging the service takers. Asked about
the three appointed by them, the duo denied it and also
claimed they are hospital staff.

But the assistant director (admin) of CMCH said the
three were not appointed by them,

Constables Saidul Islam and Shah Alam of Pahartali
and Lohagara police stations, who brought bodies sev-
eral times to the morgue, denied witnessing any such
incidents of hustlers taking money.
