Sensing presence of the
law enforcers, the criminals
started shooting leaving
Mahbub injured, they
added.

Two cases, one for
assaulting police and
another under arms act,
were filed in this connec-
tion.

Hefajat leader Harun
re-arrested at jail gate

Police re-arrested Hefajat-e Islam central
leader Harun Bin Izhar in front of the
Chittagong central jail gate yesterday
immediately after his release on bail in
four violence cases.

Senior Jail Super Ikbal Kabir
Chowdhury said they received a paper
regarding bail for Harun, publicity secre-
tary, from a Chittagong court in the four
cases -- three filed with Khulshi Police
Station another with Kotwali Police
Station.

Harun, son of Hefajat-e-Islam Nayebe
Ameer Mufti [zharul Islam Chowdhury, is
also an accused in several other cases filed
over committing subversive acts with
different police stations at different
times, said Inspector (Investigation) Nur
Mohammad of Kotwali Police Station.

The Hefajat leader will be interrogated
in those cases, which are being examined,
he said.

On October 7, 2013, an explosion
took place in a dormitory room of Al
Jamiatul Ulum Al Islamia Madrasa run by
Mufti Izharul, in the city's Lalkhan Bazar,
killing three persons.

Three cases -- one for murder, one for
explosion and the other for preserving
acid -- were filed accusing Izharul and his
son Harun with Khulshi Police Station.

Man's hanging body
found in Dhaka hotel

Another found dead beside Tejgaon
railway track

A trader was found dead in a hotel in the capital's Farmgate
yesterday.

Police recovered the hanging body of Ashraf Uddin, 30,
an owner of an RMG buying house in Kaliakoir, Gazipur.

Following information from the hotel authorities, police
found the body in a room on the sixth floor of the building,
Mazharul Islam, officer-in-charge of Tejgaon police, told
The Daily Star, Ashraf checked in on Monday, he added. The
body was sent to Dhaka Medical College morgue for
autopsy. The morgue sources said the body bore no signs of
torture.

Another man was found dead beside a railway track at a
station in Tejgaon on Monday night.

Sub-inspector Sirajul Islam of Dhaka railway police, said
Khalilur Rahman, 38, was stabbed.

Earlier in the day, he was abducted from Farmgate, he
quoted Khalilur's relative Tofazzel as saying.

Former officials of the expatriate welfare ministry's labour
wing vyesterday recommended appointing experienced,
skilled and devoted officials to foreign missions to better
serve and protect rights of nationals working there.

They must have concrete information about the respec-
tive labour market and specific ideas about the economy,
society and politics, they added.

The 15 officials who served in migrant receiving coun-
tries including Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Libya, Malaysia and
Singapore were sharing their experience at a programne
organised by the ministry in the capital's Probashi Kalyan
Bhaban.

They suggested introducing periodical performance
evaluation, awards for outstanding services, punitive mea-
sures for lapses and six-month's attachment with the minis-
try to gather experience.

"...the officials will remain alert...workers will get better
services,” said one. The officials included Kazi Kalam,
Imdadul Hauque (Saudi Arabia) and Mantu Kumar Biswas
(Malaysia).

Minister Nurul Islam said the officials must play a signifi-
cant role in creating a demand for job and have an “impor-
tant role in protecting the rights”.

Journalists Association auditorium seeking the release.

The arrest was made by detectives at Shafik's Eskaton
residence. He was taken on a five-day remand in a case over
alleged attempts to abduct and kill the prime minister's son
Sajeeb Wazed Joy.

"An old political party like Awami League has become
totally bankrupt and now they have no politics...this
regime mainly took a stance against differences of opinions,
freedom of expression and democracy with a motive to
anyhow cling to power, " Fakhrul said.

He alleged that the government was gradually arresting
in “false and fabricated” cases and putting behind bars
those who talk in favour of democracy and freedom of
speech and hold differing opinions.

In a statement, he also criticised the police plea before a
court to show Amar Desh Editor Mahmudur Rahman
arrested in the case, saying the government has been filling
“false cases” against him one after another to “make him
weak” and “disrupt his mental stability”,

Meanwhile, the BNP chairperson's advisor, Shamsuzzaman,
at a human chain in front of Jatiya Press Club, lambasted the
government for the arrest, saying attempted murder charges
had been filed and torture in remand were being inflicted upon
a person who could not "even kill a fly”.
