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Vessel owners, cargo traders
trivialise Sundarbans

Demand reopening Shela River route

Though experts think, cargo vessels
plying through the Sundarbans' rivers
are like “mobile bombs” for the tigers,
the vessel owners are putting pressure
on the government, demanding to
reopen the Shela river route for cargo
operations.

The government suspended the
operations on March 23, following the
accident of coal-laden cargo MV Sea
Horse near Harintana on March 19.

Inland Water Transport Owners
from Khulna division and other busi-
ness groups made the demand at a
joint press conference held at Khulna
Press club yesterday morning,.

The government has opened alter-
native Mongla-Ghosiakhali channel
after dredging, but vessels with more

than 10 feet draft are unable to operate
through it, they said.

“Around 70 percent vessels are
unable to come to Khulna, Mongla, and
Nowapara from Chittagong, Dhaka and
Sylhet,” said advocate Saiful Islam,
secretary general of the coordination
committee, who read out the statement.

The Sundarbans cannot be more
important than life and livelihoods of
people, it read.

However, the experts have been
warning the government to stop the
cargo vessel operations through the
Sundarbans.

A recent report titled, "The status of
Tigers in the Sundarbans of
Bangladesh and India” published last
week, states the usage of water chan-
nels inside this forest as conduit for
commercial boat traffic is a threat to

this landscape. Over 200 vessels ply
everyday through the Shela and Passur
rivers located in and near the
Chandpai-Sarankhola range of
Bangladesh Sundarbans.

These constant boat movements
can become potential barriers to dis-
persal between islands, leading to
fragmented and isolated tiger popula-
tions, it said,

Currently there are total 182 tigers
with 106 in Bangladesh and 76 in
Indian side of the Sundarbans. The
report was published in India during a
ministerial conference on Tiger, held
in Delhi.

Expressing concerns about the
Rampal power plant, it said, the 1,320
MW coal based plant, along with the
already established busy Mongla Port
would only exacerbate this problem.

Some 170 of every one
lakh women die from
pregnancy-related compli-
cations, 83,100 babies are
stillborn and there are
yvearly 76,000 neonatal
deaths in Bangladesh,
which could be prevented
through more educated
midwives, the statement
said.

Global evidence shows
that professional mid-
wives deliver the most
effective sexual reproduc-
tive, maternal and new-
born health interventions,
and are able to avert 30
percent of maternal
deaths in countries like
Bangladesh, it said.

SHARIATPUR CASE

The tribunal yesterday fixed May 2 to decide whether to
frame charges against two war crimes accused of Shariatpur.

The three-member tribunal led by Justice Anwarul
Haque fixed the date after both the prosecution and the
defence placed their submissions on the charges.

The accused, Sulaiman Mollah, 84, and Edris Ali Sarder
alias Gazi Edris, 67, of Shariatpur sadar upazila, are facing
four charges related to killing, mass killing, rape, looting,
arson and forced deportation. Sulaiman is now in jail and
Edris on the run.

In his submission, Prosecutor Hrishikesh Saha said the
charges had necessary elements to indict them, while
defence counsel Gazi MH Tamim filed a discharge petition,
saying the charges were not specific and the accused were
notinvolved in any such crime.

The prosecution on November 16 last year pressed four
charges against the duo.

Sulaiman was a Muslim League leader and joined Jamiat
Ulema-e-Islam to contest the 1970's election, only to be
defeated and return to the Muslim League. In 1971, he formed
the Peace Committee and Razakar Bahini to assist the
Pakistani occupation army, according to the investigators.

Edris was a leader of Islami Chhatra Sangha, then student
wing of Jamaat-e-Islami, and joined the Razakar Bahini
when the war started.
