According to the charge sheet, they misappropriated Tk
20 crore by creating fake documents.

ACC also filed a charge sheet against Moslem Uddin
Bhuiyan, a bench assistant (now sacked) of Additional
Session Judges Court of Dhaka, for creating fake bail
certificates and another against senior assistant police
commissioner of Khulna Metropolitan Police Sheikh
Joynuddin for failing to submit his wealth statement
within stipulated time.

Meanwhile, ACC vyesterday arrested Project
