Either proctor's
resignation or

strike

Threaten JU students
protesting cop action
on demonstration
against Tonu murder

Alleging that Proctor Prof
Tapan Kumar Saha directed
the police action on
Monday's blockade,
Jahangirnagar Sangskritik
Jote yesterday handed over
a memorandum to Vice-
Chancellor Prof Farzana
Islam demanding that he
resign by today and threat-
ening to otherwise observe
a strike.

The Jahangirnagar
University (JU) students had
blockaded the Dhaka-Aricha
highway during a half-day
countrywide hartal of
Progressive Students'
Alliance and Anti-
Imperialist Students' Union,
two major alliances of left-
leaning students' bodies.

It was in protest of "gov-
ernment's failure” to arrest
the killers of Comilla
Victoria Government
College student Sohagi
Jahan Tonu, whose body
was found inside Comilla
cantonment on March 20,

The jote brought out a
procession and laid siege to
the registrar building for an
hour, alleging that police
charged baton and detained
11 activists right after the
proctor left on giving the
order while the Prantik gate
was intentionally kept shut.

The JU authorities got
the detainees released from
Ashulia Police Station after
around eight hours.

Right after the police
action, the jote demanded
the resignation through a
press conference and laid
siege to the registrar build-
ing for two hours.
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Severe traffic congestion on airport road between central Dhaka and Uttara
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yesterday evening as leaders and activists, inset, of Dhaka City Awami League
(North) occupy the street for about an hour from 5:30pm to welcome their newly
elected President AKM Rahmatullah who returned after treatment from abroad.
Hundreds of vehicles remained standstill for hours, forcing many passengers to get

down from the vehicles.

Juta, Cuta protest
RU teacher killing

Teachers of Jahangirnagar and Chittagong universities yester-
day formed human chains demanding an immediate arrest of
the killers of Rajshahi University Prof AFM Rezaul Karim
Siddiquee, under the banners of JU and CUI teachers associa-
tion on their universities' Central Shaheed Minar premises.

JU teachers, wearing black badges, also submitted a mem-
orandum to the prime minister, home minister and educa-
tion minister through Vice-Chancellor Prof Farzana Islam
to press home their demands.

“The frequent murder of university teachers is a
threat...security measures need to be reinforced,” said Prof
Ajit Kumar, president of Jahangirnagar University Teachers
Association (Juta).

Prof Bashir Ahmed, Juta secretary, Mehedi Igbal, assis-
tant proctor, and Prof Samsul Alam Selim, also spoke.

Meanwhile, CU Vice-Chancellor Prof Iftekhar Uddin
Chowdhury demanded exemplary punishment so that no
one dared to commit such heinous crime.

University Grants Commission member Prof Moinul
Islam said, “There is a culture of impunity prevailing. .. .these
kinds of killing has increased alarmingly.”

Kazi SM Khasrul Alam, general secretary of Chittagong
University Teachers Association (Cuta), said the teachers
feel insecure following the killing.

Cuta President Prof Abul Manchur, CU Pro-VC Prof
Shirin Akhter, Benu Kumar Dey, Prof Kamal Uddin Ahmed,
Prof Sekandar Khan, Prof Arun Kanti Dey, and Prof Danesh
Mia, also spoke.

The 58-year-old professor of English was killed by mis-
creants in Shalbagan area of Rajshahi city on April 23.

Jessore man held for
'stealing Tk 3.8cr

ACC also arrests five other graft suspects

The Anti Corruption Commission (ACC) yesterday arrested
a fertiliser trader for allegedly misappropriating over Tk 3.8
crore of Agrani Bank with the help of the then Jessore's
Noapara branch managerin 2009.

In the last 43 days, ACC arrested 79 persons over corrup-
tion since Igbal Mahmud took over as its new chairman, said
ACC Public Relations Officer Pranab Kumar Bhattacharya.

Yesterday, ACC arrested six persons in different parts of
the country, including the fertiliser trader, Shahjahan Ali
Molla, in Jessore,

Shahjahan took loan of Tk 3.8 crore from the branch and
he was supposed to store the fertiliser in a warehouse, said
Wazed Ali Gazi, complainant of the case and an assistant
director of ACC. "He sold out the fertiliser instead of doing so
with the help of bank manager Tozammel Haque,” he said,
adding that Tozammel, who retired, was yet to be traced.

Meanwhile, proprietor of Cargo Movers and Packers, a
clearing and forwarding (C&F) firm, Abdul Awal and its
staff Md Abul Hashem were arrested in Chittagong for laun-
dering Tk 14.13 lakh, reports our correspondent.

The money was laundered abroad between September 1
and November 9 in 2013, said ACC Assistant Director HM
Rahmat Ullah. A case was filed with Bandar Police Station
on April 23, 2015.

Besides, Rupali Bank's manager of Shikaripara Branch in
Dohar Farid Ahmed, its former senior officer Abdus Salam
and Shahjalal Islami Bank's manager of Joypara Branch in
Dohar Mizanur Rahman were arrested in two separate cases
filed over embezzling over Tk 23 lakh.

Police recovered body of an ethnic minority student and a
former flight attendant, in two separate incidents, in the
capital yesterday.

Police last night recovered body of an ethnic minority
student from a footpath in the capital's South Kalayanpur
area. The deceased was Harsson Tripura, 20, a first-year
student of Haji Mokbul Hossain Degree College, said
Faruqul Alam, officer-in-charge (investigation) of
Darussalam police station. There was an injury mark on his
right jaw, said the OC, adding that he used to live with his
brother at their Shaymoli residence. Police detained some
persons for quizzing, The OC added.

In the capital's West Rajabazar area, Police recovered the
decomposed body of a former flight attendant of Qatar
Airways from her apartment yesterday afternoon.

Deceased Humaira Jahan Chowdhury, 35, used to live
alone on the second floor of a six-storey building, GG
Biswas, officer-in-charge of Sher-e-Bangla Nagar police, told
The Daily Star. Quoting locals, police said as malodour
emanated from the apartment, neighbours informed the
cops, who broke open the door. Her body was sent to Dhaka
Medical College morgue for an autopsy.

Country experienced 516 tremors
since 2001: Maya

Earthquakes jolted the country 516 times in 14 years
since 2001, the maximum, 42, in 2002, Relief and
Disaster Management Minister Mofazzal Hossain
Chowdhury Maya replied to lawmakers' queries in
parliament yesterday.

In a scripted reply, he said the government plans to
create 62,000 urban search and rescue volunteers for post-
earthquake periods and 30,000 have already been trained.

Maya added that "earthquake risk maps” have
already been drawn for Dhaka, Sylhet and Chittagong
city corporations through analysing information and
data and those of Tangail, Rangpur, Bogra,
Mymensingh and Rajshahi areas were in the pipeline.
