The blockade was part of
a half-day countrywide
hartal of Progressive
Students' Alliance and
Anti-Imperialist Students'
UUnion, two major alliances
of left-leaning students'
bodies.

[t was in protest of “gov-
ernment's failure” to arrest
the killers of Comilla
Victoria Government
College student Sohagi
Jahan Tonu, whose body
was found inside Comilla
cantonment on March 20.

Claims BNP's Fakhrul after
preparation meeting for May

BNP secretary general Mirza Fakhrul Islam
Alamgir yesterday said people have no
security of their lives at present as killing
and enforced disappearance are going on
across the country.

“People are being oppressed in the
hands of law enforcement agencies and
the ruling Awami League men...I call upon
all BNP leaders and activists to get united
and work for the restoration of democ-
racy,” he said, while speaking to reporters
after a joint meeting of BNP at city's
Bhasani auditorium.

The meeting was organised as part of
BNP's preparation to hold a May Day rally
at city's Suhrawardy Udyan where the BNP
chief Khaleda Zia is scheduled to address.

Pointing to the May 1 rally, Fakhrul said
it will be organised at a time when the
government is carrying out oppression
against the opposition men.

BNP Dhaka City convener Mirza Abbas,
also a BNP standing committee member,
said the rally will be the biggest one organ-
ised by BNP in recent times.

He said there is no democracy now.
“The government remains in power
through killing and enforced disappear-
ance,” he added.

On May 6, last year,
detectives pressed charges
against BNP chief and 37
others for the January 23,
2015 attack that killed one
and burned 31 others dur-
ing the BNP-led 20-party
alliance's blockade.

Jatrabari police filed the
cases against 68 BNP-
Jamaat leaders, a day after
the incident.

'LAUNDERING OF TK 300CR'

ACC to charge
top bosses of
multi-purpose
CO-0p soclety

The Anti Corruption Commission (ACC)
yesterday approved filing of a charge sheet
against chairman, managing director and
19 directors of a cooperative society for
laundering Tk 300 crore.

ACC will submit the charge sheet against
Maxim Finance and Commerce Multi-
Purpose Cooperative Society Limited's
Chairman Muhammad Mofizul Haque,
Managing Director Mohammad Habibur
Rahman and 19 directors before a court
within a day or two, ACC sources said.

The cooperative in the capital's Mouchak
promised its investors a monthly profit of
Tk 2,000 against each deposit of Tk 1 lakh
and Tk 500 to its marketing agents. But they
did not keep their promise, according to the
case statement. They misappropriated about
Tk 300 crore from its different branches. To
conceal sources of the money they invested
about Tk 126.5 crore in different companies
illegally, they said.

ACC did not find trace of the remaining
Tk 174 crore, according to its investigation
report. Taking over the responsibilities, the
Department of Cooperatives has already
taken initiative to return money of the
investors. So far, they have returned Tk
34.44 crore to 1,113 persons and a cooper-
ative society.

Rab yesterday fined two pharmaceutical
companies Tk 7 lakh for producing unap-
proved antibiotics and substandard drugs in
the capital's Kadamtali area.

A team of Rab-10 and drug administration
officials found expired chemicals being used
for producing antibiotics at Curex
Pharmaceuticals Ltd, and fined its owner
Mostafa Kamal Tk 5 lakh.

Sarwar Alam, Rab executive magistrate, said

the factory was producing counterfeit veteri-
nary drugs of global brands, adding, the fac-
tory, situated in a four-storey building, was
locked from outside. The team confiscated
outdated chemical substances, and ordered to
shutdown the factory.

The mobile court also fined Popy
Pharmaceuticals (yunani) Tk 2 lakh for
producing drugs in an unhygienic and dirty
environment and ordered its owner Faruk
Hossain to improve the factory environ-
ment in seven days.
