Pre-poll clash leaves one
dead, 30 hurt in Jhenidah

Election camp torched in Munshiganj, chairman
candidate's house attacked in Manikganj

At least 30 people were
injured in pre-union
parishad (UP) poll violence
at Barofalsi wvillage in
Harinakundo upazila of the
district yesterday.

One Didar Hossain, 58,
of the village, died of a car-
diac arrest after seeing the
fierce clash.

Ot the injured, Tito
Mandol, 35, Ahsan Ali, 48,
Gamir Ali, 25, Bhutto Mia,
35, Abdur Razzak, 40, Ashik
Hossain, 25, Ishaque Ali,
40, Jamil Hossain, 45, and
Molar Uddin, 27, were
admitted to the upazila
health complex while the
rest took treatment at differ-
ent clinics in the town.

Police and locals said
tension between Awami
League nominated chair-
man aspirant Bazlur
Rahman and AL rebel candi-
date Fazlur Rahman

mounted for the last several
days over Falsi UP pollsto be
held tomorrow.

Yesterday morning, the
supporters of Bazlur and
Fazlur locked in an alterca-
tion over the polls.

At one stage, the men of
the two rivals attacked each
other with lethal weapons,
leaving at least 30 from both
sides injured.

At this, Didar died due to
a cardiac arrest after seeing
the clash, said the officer-in-
charge of Harinakundo
Police Station.

In Munshiganj, criminals
set fire to an election camp
of AL rebel chairman candi-
date of Outshahi union in
Tongibari upazila under the
district the same day, reports
LINB.

Another gang set fire to
an arch erected in front of
the house of AL nominated
chairman candidate
Sikandar Bapari the same
time,

The two parties are blam-
ing each other for the inci-
dents, said the OC.

Away in Manikganj,
supporters of AL nominated
candidate Abul Kalam
Abdur Rauf allegedly
attacked the house of inde-
pendent chairman candi-
date Obaidul Haque of
Dhankora UP on
Wednesday night, reports
our correspondent.

Obaidul Haque, his wife
Asma Akter, father Fazlul
Haque, brothers Asadul
Haque and Hedayetul
Haque, son Andalib Ehsan
Plabon, 11, and private car
driver Mithu were injured in
the attack.

The victim's family

alleged that a group of
20/25 AL men including
former youth and sports
affair secretary of district
unit of AL Sultanul Azam
Khan Apel, secretary of
Sadar upazila unit of AL
Afsar Sarker, president of
the district unit of
Sramik League Babul
Sarker and former vice
president of district unit
of Jubo League Abu Bakar
Siddik Tusher swooped
on the house around
11:30pm.

At one stage, they beat up
the family members as they
declined to work for AL
candidate Rauf.

Hearing screams, locals
rushed to the spot, caught
Afsar, Apel, Tusher and fiver
others and gave them a good
beating. However, the rest
managed to tlee the scene.

On information, police
went to the spot and rescued
the AL men from the angry
mob.
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Clash over
land dispute
leaves 2 dead,
8 injured

Two people were killed and
at least eight others injured
in a clash between two
groups of villagers over a
disputed land at Kuripaika
village in Patuakhali Sadar
upazila yesterday.

The deceased are
Rustom Majhi, 50, and his
sister-in-law (brother's
wife) Maleka Begum, 55,

of the village.
Two of the injured, Selina
Begum, 35, and Afzal

Hossain, 40, were admitted
to Patuakhali General
Hospital while the rest given
first aid at private clinics in
the town.

Police arrested Jasim
Uddin, 40, and Rabevya
Begum, 35, from Patuakhali
General Hospital premises
in this connection around
2:00pm yesterday, said
Officer-in-Charge SM
Tariqul Islam of Patuakhali
Sadar Police Station.

Quoting locals, police
said there had been a
longstanding dispute
between Rustom Majhi
and one Dhalu Munshi of
the village over the owner-
ship of a land at the vil-
lage.

Around 8:00am,
Dhalu's four sons--Jasim
Uddin, Mohammad
Hafez, Abdul Wahab and
Abdur Razzak--went to
the land for collecting
mung bean.

Hearing the news,
when Rustom and his
men went to the spot,
Jasim and his brothers
swooped on them with
sharp weapons, leaving 10
people, including Rustom
and Maleka, injured, the
OC added.

Locals rescued them and
took them to Patuakhali
General Hospital. Rustom
and Maleka were referred to
Barisal Sher-e-Bangla
Medical College Hospital as
their condition deterio-
rated.

They died on the way to
the hospital around
1:30pm. No case was
lodged with the police
station concerned as of
6:00pm yesterday, the OC
further said.

179 centres in Dinajpur,

Joypurhat, Naogaon 'risky'

OuR CORRESPONDENT, Dinajpur eight out of 10 unions as the Election
Commission (EC) postponed elections in
two unions, Polashbari and Rampur, over
delimitation of the unions. There are 75
polling centres in the eight unions, of which
48 centres have been marked as risky.

In Joypurhat, elections will be held in seven
unions under Akkelpur and Khetlal upazilas.
Of them, five unions are in Akkelpur and the
rest in Khetlal. In Akkelpur, voters of five
unions will cast their ballots in 45 polling
centres, of which 30 are marked as risky. In
Khetlal, voters of two unions will cast their
votes in 12 centres, all of which have been
marked as risky.

In Naogaon, elections will be held in 12
unions of Porsha and Sapahar. In Porsha, 30
of 57 polling centres, of have been marked
as risky. In Sapahar, 35 out of 60 polling
centres are marked as risky.

Around 179 of the 358 polling centres in 41
unions of six upazilas under Dinajpur, Joypurhat
and Naogaon districts have been marked as risky,
said election officials of the districts.

The 4th phase of the union parishad
elections will be held tomorrow (May 7).

According to election officials, elections will
be held in 20 unions in Parbatipur and
Chirirbandar upazilas of Dinajpur, two unions
in Khetlal and five unions in Akkelpurupazila of
Joypurhat, and 12 unions in Sapaharand Porsha
upazilas of Naogaon district.

In Chirirbandar, elections will be held in
12 unions of the upazila. Voters will cast
their ballots in 109 polling centres. District
election officials said they have marked 75
of the centres as risky.

In Parbatipur, voting will take place in
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Samajtantrik Khetmajur O Krishak Front and Bangladesh Samajtantrik Dal (Marxist)
bring out a procession in Gaibandha town yesterday to press for the demand for ensuring
fair prices of agricultural products.
