2 madrasa
kids drown

THEFT OF INSECTICIDE SPRAYERS IN BHALUKA

The devices not yet recovered,
none held in one month

Brass levers of the 192
insecticide sprayers that
went missing from a gov-
ernment-run hospital in
Bhaluka upazila under the
district are yet to be recov-
ered, nearly a month ago
into the discovery of the
incident.

Consequently, all the
devices meant for spraying
insecticides to destroy the
bloodsucking sand fly that
causes kala-azar in the area
are lying inoperative.

Due to the situation,
spraying of insecticides in
the area could not be
started on the scheduled
day on April 22, said
sources.

Authorities, however,

started spraying the insecti-
cides on April 28 after
arranging 95 machines
from four upazilas of
Mymensingh and Gazipur
districts and it will continue
until May 24, said Dr
Mustafa Kamal, civil sur-
geon (CS) of Mymensingh.

Three probe bodies, one
formed by CS office and
two others by Bhaluka
Upazila Health Complex
authorities, submitted their
reports about the incident
to the CS within seven
working days.

But reports are yet to be
finalised to submit them to
the higher authorities, said
the civil surgeon on
Sunday.

Declining to comment
on the findings of the
reports, he said, "More

probe bodies might be
formed if necessary. If any
office staff is found
involved with the theft,
departmental action will be
taken against them."

When the staff of the
hospital went to the observa-
tion room on the ground
floor of Bhaluka Trauma
Center on April 21 morning
to bring out the machines for
cleaning, they found brass
levers of all the machines
missing and informed the
authorities, said Dr Md
Hafizur Rahman, Bhaluka
upazila health and family
planning officer.

The machines, each
worth Tk 25,000, were
procured from World
Health Organisation six
years ago, said hospital
sources,

These were used to spray
medicines to prevent kala
azar in wvulnerable areas,
mostly places with mud
houses, twice a year, they
said. Each time the spraying
continues for four weeks.

During the remaining
ten months of the year, the
machines are kept at the
observation room of
Bhaluka Trauma Center as
there 15 no suitable store
room at Bhaluka Health
Complex, said sources.

Contacted, Md Mamun-
or-Rashid, officer-in-charge
of Bhaluka Police Station,
said they are conducting
drives to recover the stolen
brass levers.

"Without involvement
of the office staff, such a
theft could not be commit-
ted,” suspected the OC.
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Insecticide sprayers meant for destroying insects to prevent kala-azar in Bhaluka upazila under Mymensingh district
are still lying useless as the brass levers of the devices could not be re-set, one month after those went missing from
Bhaluka Trauma Center in Mymensingh district.
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Youth stabbed
dead

An elderly man was stabbed
to death by a youth on the
platform of Mohanganj
Railway Station on Tuesday.

Locals rescued Badal and
took him to Mohanganj
Upazila Health Complex
where the doctors declared
him dead, Officer-in-Charge
Mezbah Uddin of
Mohanganj Police Station
said.

Meanwhile, villagers
caught Ejim from the spot
and handed him over to the
police, the OC added.

Man, brother
get life for
killing
ex-wife

A court here on Tuesday
sentenced a man and his
younger brother to life
imprisonment for killing his
former wife in 2010.

The convicts are Asadul
Islam and his brother
Entadul Islam, residents of
Jhikargachha upazila of
Jessore.

Judge Abu Monsur Md
Ziaul Haque of Satkhira
Women and Children
Repression Prevention
Tribunal also fined the
convicts Tk 50,000 each. In
default, they are to suffer
three years more in jail.

According to the case
statement, Asadul's wife
Tarul Parvin, 16, of Kalaroa
upazila in Satkhira, left her
husband over family feuds
and began to live with her
parentsin May, 2010.

On the night of May 9,
Asadul and his cohorts
entered Tarul's room and
attacked her, leaving her
critically injured. She suc-
cumbed to her injuries at a
local hospital few days later.

Following a case filed by
the victim's father Abu
Bakkar with Kalaroa Police
Station, police pressed
charges against four people,
including Asadul and
Entadul on July 24, 2010.

Woman dies
4 days after
suicide
attempt

A woman of Zianagar
upazila of the district, who
attempted to commit sui-
cide four days ago, died
yesterday.

The deceased is Rahela
Begum, 35, wife of Faruk
Faraji of Maddho Balipara
village in the upazila.

Her family members
and police said
Moniruzzaman Sheikh,
alias Monir, son of Md
Gani Sheikh of the village,
raped Rahela on Saturday
night with the help of one
Abdur Razzak of the vil-
lage. Monir is also a village
doctor and organising
secretary of upazila unit of
Jubo League.

As Rahela's daughter
witnessed the incident,
Rahela tried to burn her-
self. Hearing her screams,
neighbours rushed to her
house and took her to
Khulna Medical College
Hospital. As her husband
could not afford to take
her to Dhaka, as advised
by the doctors, he took her
back to their house on
Monday.

On Tuesday, her husband
filed a case with Indurkani
Police station, accusing
Monir and Razzak of rape.

“Husband of the
deceased filed a rape case
against Monir and
Razzak. As the victim
died, it will be added with
the previous case,” said
Md Mizanul Haque, offi-
cer-in-charge of the police
station, adding that they
are trying to arrest the
accused, who have gone
into hiding.

Natore under construction
bridge collapses

An under-construction
bridge collapsed at
Jolarkandi area under
Natore Sadar upazila of the
district at noon yesterday,
police and locals said.
Ayesha Siddika, project
implementation officer
(PIO) in Natore, said the 36-
foot-long bridge is being
constructed over the
Jolarkandi canal by the
Flood and Disaster
Management Ministry.
Shafiqul Islam Shimul,
lawmaker of Natore-2
constituency, inaugurated
the construction work three

months ago.

The top slab of the
bridge collapsed just after
casting started, injuring
four workers. The injured
were admitted to different
clinics in the town.

M o hammad
Nairuzzaman, upazila
nirbahi officer (UNO) of
Natore Sadar, and the PIO
visited the spot.

Ayesha Siddika said the
construction company, M/S
Saiful Enterprise, did not
follow the construction plan.
As per the plan, the company
had to place uncut bamboos
and wooden logs under the
top slab when casting. But it
used split bamboos and logs,

resulting in the collapse.

The PIO said Abu Sayeed,
upazila sub-assistant engi-
neer, was engaged to monitor
the work, but he did not do
his job propertly, so he is also
responsible for this incident.

Abu Sayeed and the
contractor Saiful Islam
went into hidden after the
collapse, the PIO added.

The UNO said he will
punish the guilty people.

Abdul Aziz, a resident of
Jolarkandi village, said people
had been protesting against
the low quality work from the
beginning of the construc-
tion. They did not use any
rods for the ring in the wing-
wall of the bridge, headded.
