Shafik Rehman didn't get proper
treatment: Family

Expressing grave concern over journalist Shafik
Rehman's health condition, the family yesterday said he
was shifted to jail without "proper treatment”.

His wife Taleya Rehman told The Daily Star that his
condition deteriorated in Dhaka Central Jail, where he
was shifted from Kashimpur Jail Wednesday.

She said Rehman was taken to Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujib Medical University yesterday, but his treatment
was not completed.

BNP Secretary General Mirza Fakhrul Islam Alamgir
last night demanded proper treatment of Rehman.

He was arrested on April 17 for his alleged attempts
to murder Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina's son Sajeeb
Wazed Joy.

Turkey says embassy open

Untreated faecal sludge puts
health,environment at stake

Buet professor tells discussion

The entire volume of faecal sludge in
the country is released directly into the
environment with only a tiny fraction
effectively treated in the capital, Prof
Muhammad Ashraf Ali of Buet said ata
discussion yesterday.

As a result, it is mixed with the rain,
which is otherwise pure natural water,
and domestic wastewater and con-
taminates the rivers, canals, wetlands
and the ecology, causing serious
hazards to public health and environ-
ment, he said,

With the mostly-non-functional
882km sewer line covering only four
million people and the lone
wastewater treatment plant in Pagla
in the capital, the rest are covered by

septic tanks and pour flush latrines,
he said.

But innumerable households,
including the posh areas of the capi-
tal's Baridhara, Banani and Gulshan,
have not installed properly designed
septic tanks and connected their
sewage pipes to the storm drainage
network that eventually carries the
untreated faecal sludge (human
excreta) to rivers and water bodies, the

Rain Forum, WaterAid Bangladesh,
International Training Network Centre
of Buet and EQMS consulting firm
jointly organised the discussion on
"sustainable urban domestic
wastewater management" at The Daily

Citing the World Bank findings,
Prof Ali said that due to inadequate
sewers, faecal sludge of only 2 percent
of the Dhaka city population is treated
properly. Also, faecal sludge manage-

ment of the septic tanks is not done
scientifically and safely, he added.

In absence of the proper pit-
emptying service, the sludge is often
drained into surrounding low-lying
wetlands and water bodies, he said.

Col Kabirul Islam, head of the
environment,
coastal engineering department of the

water resources and

Military Institute of Science and

Technology (MIST), said the domestic
wastewater volume must be reduced
through segregation, and the highly
contaminated water should be treated,
letting less polluted water into the
environment.

Hasin Jahan, country director of

Practical Action, who moderated the

discussion, said domestic wastewater

should be reused through segregation.
Prof Ishrat Islam, head of the urban

In his brief speech, Fakhrul said BNP chief
Khaleda Zia was repeatedly inviting the
government to talks on holding the next
general election in a free and fair manner,
but the government was not paying any

heed toit.

“We want to say that the government will

have to organise polls only after reaching a
consensus |[with the opposition], and in
that election they will lose their security
deposits.”

Fakhrul said people had to go to jail for
any sort of criticism of the government. “The
government has turned the entire country
into ajail.”

remand, but none of them gave any confes-
sional statement before the court con-
cerned, said Chawkbazar police, adding that

they were now in prison.

Contacted, Rezaul Alam Rony, an ex-
student of the university and vice president
of BCL's Chittagong city unit,
demanded that the case be transferred to DB

or CID.

"We do not believe that police cannot
trace Sohan. They can arrest any criminal if

they want," said Rony.

Humayun Kabir, sub-inspector of the
police station and the case's investigation
officer, said they were conducting drives in
different areas of the country to arrest the
rest of the accused including Sohan.

"They (criminals) are on the run and
constantly changing their position. We
therefore could not arrest them," added
the SI.

Denying the family's allegation of pres-
sure on them from influential quarters,
Humayun said, "We will hopefully be able
to arrest the other accused soon.”

The National Committee to Protect Oil, Gas, Mineral
Resources, Power and Ports yesterday demanded a stop to
the torture and mass detention of the people in Banshkhali
upazila of Chittagong centring the construction of a coal-
based power plant in the area."Postpone the project until a
neutral survey is conducted,” the committee's secretary Anu
Muhammad told a press briefing held in the capital.

On April 4, four persons were killed in a clash between
law enforcers and locals in the upazila over establishing

the plant.

Raising doubts about whether the victims would get
justice, he alleged that the government was backing the S
Alam Group to proceed with the project.
