Extension of primary edu
will be a challenge

Says Mostafizur Rahman, seeks more budget allocation

“If the policy were implemented in 2011,
we would've gone far by now,” Mostafizur
said, adding that they wanted to give a good
start with the resource constraint.

He was addressing the closing ceremony
of a consultation programme titled “Stake-
holder Consultation on PEDP3 and
Beyond” jointly organised by the Campaign
for Popular Education (CAMPE}), and INGO
Education Forum in the capital's LGED-
REDC auditorium.

Stressing dedication and devotion of
teachers as prerequisite for better education,
the minister said, “No matter how much
training are being given to the teachers, if
they don't have devotion and dedication,
nothing will be changed.”

Eminent jurist AF Hassan Ariff yesterday told the High
Court that it is the judiciary's sovereign responsibility to see
whether the rule of law is upheld and the state is being run
in an orderly and just manner.

He said this as amicus curiae (friend of court) during the
sixth day's hearing of a pending writ petition that prayed for
framing of specific guidelines for the selection process of
persons for appointment as judges of the highest court.

The bench of Justice Obaidul Hassan and Justice Krishna
Debnath fixed June 5 for further hearing.

The HC on June 6, 2010 issued a rule asking the govern-
ment to explain as to why specific guidelines should not be
framed for the process of selection for appointments of
judges to bring transparency and competitiveness in it.

The petition was filed by SC lawyer Raghib Rauf
Chowdhury, stating that the existing selection process
lacked transparency and competitiveness since there was no
specific guideline.

Underscoring the need for more budget
allocation, Primary and Mass Education
Minister Mostafizur Rahman yesterday said
extension of primary education up to class
VIII would be a challenge for them to
handle as many existing schools did not
have adequate infrastructure.

“We need extensive preparation as the
purview has increased. There are many
challenges here which are not easy to face.
However, these are not impossible,” said the
minister.

In light of the National Education Policy
2010, the government made the decision to
extend the level of primary education from
class Vto VIl on May 18.
