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Electoral system
collapsed due to

toothless EC

Claims Ershad's Jatiya Party

The electoral system has broken down completely as the
Election Commission has turned into an ineffective organi-
sation, the main opposition Jatiya Party said yesterday.

“It would not be an exaggeration to say that people's
confidence in the Election Commission is zero at the
moment,” JP Co-chairman GM Quader said at a press

conference at the party chief's Banani office.

The press conference was organised to express JP's
reaction to the ongoing Union Parishad election.

In a written statement, Quader said violence and blood-
shed had reached a record high in the ongoing UP polls due
to failure and inactiveness of the EC and the government.

From the very beginning, the EC had no control on the
administration and law enforcement agencies, he said.

“In fact, in most places voting did not take place at all as
the ruling party men snatched voting results in favour of

Nahid calls for hygiene
at education institutes

Education Minister Nurul Islam Nahid
yesterday asked the heads of all educa-
tional institutions to ensure hygienic toilet
facilities for the students keeping their
health issue in mind.

"Hygienic toilets and safe drinking
water are the key elements for ensuring a
healthy atmosphere at educational institu-
tions. Actions will be taken against those
who fail to ensure that," he said.

The education ministry in June last year
issued a circular asking the schools to
build toilets for students, especially for the
female ones.

The minister was speaking at the 13th
session of the “Child Parliament” - a
children's platform where they have discus-
sions regarding their rights and demands at
the national level and place recommenda-

tions to the authorities concerned.

The parliament was organised by Save
the Children, Bangladesh, Plan
International and Bangladesh Shishu
Academy at Spectra Convention Centre in
the capital's Gulshan area, where children
from 64 districts and 20 special regions took
part.

Speaking on the “increasing of budget-
ary allocation for improving water and
sanitation system at secondary schools”
session, Nahid said the government is
mulling to build hostels with every school
in hilly and coastal areas.

Deputy Speaker of the Jatiya Sangsad
Md Fazle Rabbi Mia said all involved in
child murders would be brought to justice
and given exemplary punishment.

Hasan Mahmud, speaker of Child
Parliament, said the platform is working to
spread children's voice.

Govt to scrap class
V terminal exam

Says Mostafizur Rahman, wants

single terminal exam after class VIII

The government has decided in principle to scrap the
terminal examination after class-V as the primary level was
elevated to class-VIII.

"We want a single terminal exam and that would be after
class-VIIL," said Primary and Mass Education Minister
Mostafizur Rahman while talking to the reporters at the
secretariat yesterday.

He, however, said the decision about the time from when
the test would be scrapped is yet to be made.

The exam was introduced in 2010 as per the cabinet's
decision and its approval is needed to abolish it, he added.

Apart from the primary terminal, currently there is
another public examination named Junior Secondary
Certificate after class-VIII.

There has been a strong criticism against the primary
terminal test from educationists and guardians who said the
examination put an "extra pressure" on the kids and it
creates a huge opportunity for coaching and private tuition.

The issue came into light after the government formally
announced the extension of primary level up to class-VIII
on May 18 and handed over all educational activities from

Dhaka-Washington talks in
June to discuss terrorism

The 5th Partnership Dialogue in Washington on June 24-
25 is expected to offer strategies and strengthen security
cooperation with the US towards countering terrorism
and violent extremism in Bangladesh.

Dhaka is expected to reiterate its "Zero Tolerance
Policy” treating “terrorists as terrorists as they don't have
any border and religion”, The US is expected to raise con-
cerns like “safety and security” of its diplomats and
embassy staff and ask for full proof security, said diplo-
matic sources.

Foreign Secretary Md Shahidul Haque and US Under
Secretary for Political Affairs Thomas A Shannon are
expected to lead the delegations.

Yesterday an inter-ministerial meeting centring the
dialogue was held at the foreign ministry with Shahidul in
the chair and attended by representatives from the minis-
tries of home, foreign, commerce, energy, food and disas-
ter management, economic relations and the armed
forces.

Issues including development and governance, trade
and investment, labour, regional connectivity, climate
change and food security are also expected to be discussed
at the dialogue, said meeting sources.

The last dialogue in Dhaka in May 2015 had included
the issues of environment, health and infectious diseases
and “Blue Economy”.
