Assures Alliance, says 28 clothing
brands like Walmanrt,Gap to keep
sourcing despite terror attacks

Memberts of the Alliance, a platform of 28-North American
retailers like Walmart and Gap, will continue to source from
Bangladesh despite the militant attack at a Dhaka restaurant
on July 1, said a top official of the Alliance yesterday.

After the attack, in which terrorists killed 20 people,
mostly foreigners, many international retailers and impor-
tant personalities cancelled or suspended their trips to
Bangladesh.

“Despite these unspeakable tragedies, the Alliance and
our member companies will continue to stay the course --
because improving safety for the millions of men and
women who make a living in Bangladesh's garment sector is
a moral imperative,” said former US ambassador and
country director of the Alliance James Moriarty.

"That said, on behalf of the Alliance, our member
companies and our staff, I am heartened and humbled by
the strength of the Bangladeshi people, and I am confident
their resilience will see them through these challenging
times,” Moriarty said at a teleconference with journalists in
Dhaka yesterday.

“As we review and update our policies to help keep our staff
and contractors safe, ourwork to improve safety in Bangladesh's
garment factories will continue at full speed, " he said.

The Alliance was formed after the Rana Plaza building
collapse to strengthen workplace safety in the garment
sector. The factory inspection agency completed its prelimi-
nary detailed engineering assessment of nearly 700 factories
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
