A four-year-old girl has been killed allegedly by a teenage
boy following a quarrel with her brother in the capital's

Darussalam area.

Police recovered the slit-throat body of Khadiza Akthar
Jannat from the boy's house, adjacent to Khadiza’s at Diabari,
around 2:00am yesterday, nine hours after she went missing,
said Selimuzzaman, officer-in-charge of Darussalam Police
Station. The body wrapped in a piece of cloth was kept in a
basket, he said. Khadiza's family informed the local police
after she went missing since 5:00pm Wednesday.

Police arrested Rakib Hossain, 14, who primarily confessed
to his involvement, the OC added. Quoting Rakib, police said
he killed Khadiza, daughter of Masum Bahadur, following an
altercation with her brother over a trifling matter.

The victim's brother-in-law Mohammad Hasan told
journalists that Khadiza's brother Parvez had quarrelled
with Rakib over pigeons a few days ago. Enraged, Rakib
planned to kill Khadiza, he said. Police recovered the sharp

weapon used by Rakib.

Rakib's mother Ranu Akhter, 32, was produced before a
Dhaka court for helping him to hide the body with a 10-day
remand prayer but the court granted a five-day remand.
