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SHELTERING KALYANPUR MILITANTS

5 including wife,
son of Taj Manzil
owner remanded

A Dhaka court yesterday placed five pet-
sons, including the wife and son of the
owner of Taj Manzil, a house in the capi-
tal's Kalyanpur, on a two-day remand each
for giving shelter to militants killed in a
special drive in a flat of the building.

Metropolitan Magistrate Khurshid Alam
granted the remand after Inspector (inves-
tigation) of Mirpur Model Police Station
Md Sazzad Hossain produced them before
the court, seeking 10 days' remand for
each of them.

The arrestees are: the building's owner's
wife Momtaj Parveen, 60, and son
Mazharul Islam, 42, and Mahtujul Anfal,
27, Momin Uddin, 45, and Zakir Hossain,
40, of the area.

The government is actively consid-
ering slightly amending laws to
further strengthen security for
foreigners, including diplomats,
against the backdrop of specific
proposals made by a number of
countries following the July 1
Gulshan terrorist attack.

Diplomatic sources said some
countries including Japan and Italy
sought permission to use bulletproof
vehicles while others including the US
were pressing for allowing their private
security forces to carry firearms.

Though there are some past
instances on the use of bulletproof
vehicles, no existing law allows the
forces to carry firearms. As per the
Geneva Conventions, the host coun-

try is to provide diplomatic security.

The minor amendments, if neces-
sary, will come through discussion and
further scrutiny, State Minister for
Foreign Affairs Md Shahriar Alam told
journalists at the ministry yesterday.

He said he could not share the
measures, until fully implemented,
“specifically” with the media.

A taskforce formed following the
attack, in its first meeting on August
4, recommended some “new mea-
sures” to strengthen security for
diplomats, diplomatic premises and
otficials there.

Shahriar said the taskforce, led by
Foreign Minister AH Mahmood Alj,
would continue discussing the issues.
