Last April, Malaysia again declared to
review its suspension. The Bangladesh
Association of International Recruiting
Agencies and Bangladesh's high commis-
sion warned that Malaysia's appointing a
company -- Synerflux -- to regulate the
labour recruitment would establish a
monopoly.

Bangladeshi private recruiting agents
have been alleging that a section of fellow
agents had allegedly formed a syndicate and
reached a deal with Synerflux to control
recruitment by influencing the Malaysian
government.

This section has allegedly been spread-
ing the rumours, they added. Media
reports claim some agencies amassed
crores of taka giving people false hopes of
Malaysian jobs.

Nurul refuted the presence of any
such syndicate. He warned of legal
action against anyone found to be tak-
ing money giving such false hopes.

The ministry acting secretary, Begum
Shamsun Nahar, said they would officially
inform people when Malaysia withdraws
the suspension.
