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Woman hacked to death in capital

Unidentified assailants yesterday hacked a woman to
death in her house at the capital’'s Dakkhin Khan.

Tenants of the building said victim Soraya Begum,
52, was killed around 1:00pm when she went to an
apartment on the second floor to show it to some pro-
spective tenants.

Sub-inspector of Dakkhin Khan Police Station
Mizanur Rahman said she was attacked in the head,

adding that the motive behind the killing was still
not clear. Filing of a case is underway.

democracy” in the country before verdicts might be deliv-
ered in corruption cases against her.

He also criticised having war criminals’ sons in BNP's
executive committee while depriving freedom fighters in
standing committee posts. If she works hard, people's
verdict might go in her favour, he observed.

He appreciated cancellation of Khaleda's birthday
celebrations on August 15 “considering the country’s
overall situation”.

He criticised standing committee members and other
senior leaders for putting the responsibility of forming
the committee on her shoulder, ultimately representing
her as a “stubborn autocrat”. It was their responsibility
to tell Khaleda to hold discussions with the standing
committee before announcing the names, Zafrullah
wrote.

He also urged Khaleda to talk with others and decide
on continuing ties with Jamaat-e Islami.

He suggested reforming BNP's charter to ensure
democracy, including prominent figures in her advisory
body and holding rallies with political parties, including
that of Dr Kamal Hossain's.

On the Rampal power plant project, he suggested join-
ing movements led by Prof Anu Muhammad for its can-
cellation.

Destiny top bosses

The Supreme Court yesterday upheld its earlier order that
cleared the way for the Anti-Corruption Commission to
take legal steps against Destiny Group Managing Director
Rafiqul Amin and its Cooperative Multipurpose Society
Chairman Mohammad Hossain for not submitting their
wealth statements.

The apex court permanently extended its August 11 direc-
tive that stayed the August 2 High Court verdict asking the
ACC to not to take steps against the two based on its notices
seeking their wealth statements.

A four-member bench of the Appellate Division of the SC
headed by Chief Justice SK Sinha passed the order following
the two ACC petitions challenging the verdict.

ACC's lawyer Khurshid Alam Khan told The Daily Star
now there is no legal bar for the ACC to sue the two officials,
who are in jail in money laundering cases.

He said the ACC issued notices to Rafiqul and Hossain
on June 15, 16 and 26 respectively asking them to submit
